Running time

About 90 minutes

Cast requirements

This was originally played by 50 plus children aged  from about 5 to 15.  There are 15 or so main characters.  Five male, five female and the rest could be either.  Adults could sensibly play the main parts and the number of characters could be reduced with no loss.  There is also a chorus of settlers and Dakota people.  Also there is a need for children for the small animals.

Notes
This is a pantomime with an ecological theme and it plays very nicely.  There is plenty of action from the first scene right through to the end and it’s fun to have a pantomime about “cowboys and indians”.  The pseudo Longfellow poetic bits seem to work well as does the linking by the messengers.

Prologue Part 1

(The curtain opens to show Chief Flying Eagle sitting cross legged Native American style with a drum etc.  A slide show of amazing landscapes passes across the screen as the chief speaks supported by a small choir humming.)
Chief

Beauty in the shining rivers

Beauty in the towering mountains,

See the land of the Dakota.

Salmon in the flowing waters

Deer and bear among the mountains

Beavers in the lakes and rivers.

Dakota people in the valleys

Live among the deer and bison.

Deer and women, wolves and eagles

Fish and men and plants and children

Adds each one it's own sweet beauty,

Adds each one its own sweet singing

Till the land of the Dakotas

Sings sweetly to the guardian spirit.

Sings beauty to the guardian spirit.

(There is a change to the sound of the music.  Suddenly it become ominous with sounds of guns and crying)

Now a change is close upon us.

In the silence of the mountains

Wind brings sounds of white men's battles

To the eastward in their thousands

Hordes of palefaces coming

More than all the herds of bison

More than leaves on trees in summer

Palefaces marching westward.

(There is a change to the sound of the music again as the emphasis moves back to the Dakotas.  We start to hear the Dakotas women's song that will take place in the next scene.)

Now a change is close upon us

Chief grow old and fear the future.

Now my daughter Minehaha

Chooses from the men around her

One who will become her bridegroom

Who'll be chief of the Dakotas.

(The chief stops for a moment or two.  There is a definite change here and we hear the women singing clearly.)

Listen to the women singing

Asking for new chief to guide them

Guide them through the dark and sorrow

In the land of the Dakotas

(The stage darkens and the chief leaves.  )

Prologue part 2

(Enter Moany, Groan & Stoney in front of the curtains. These are the comic Dakota squaws.)

Groany
Are you ready for the initiation ceremony then?
Moany

The what?
Groany
The initiation ceremony.... you know the initiation ceremony, when Minehaha will choose a husband ..... (she gives up trying to explain) ... 
Stoney
The party.
Moany
Oh the party.  Why didn't you say so.  Oh hasn't it been a struggle!
Stoney
And the cost of it all
Groany
Oh yes and the work.  All those buffalo skins to chew for six weeks just so we could make her a leather skirt.  And those roots to dig up for warpaint.  And all the mud packs for my face.
Moany
Do you still use those old things!  I use buffalo pats now.
Groany
Buffalo pats?  What are they?
Moany
Oh they're sort of like cow pats only a lot bigger.  (holds out her arms to show how big while Groany looks horrified).  
Stoney
 I get from squaw Squatting Cow' catalogue. 
Groany
Aren't they a bit whiffy?
Moany & Stoney
No no
Moany
They're quite nice really when you get used to them.
Groany
(Sniffing around Moany)  Well I suppose so.  Very ecological anyway.  Who do you think will be the bridegroom then?
Moany
Oh Hiawatha of course.  Got to be hasn't it?  Minehaha will marry Hiawatha just like her Grandma married the famous one all those years ago.
Stoney
 He's a lovely boy but I don't envy him mind, she's got a bit of a temper that Minehaha.
Groany
Oh yes.  But Hiawatha looks so lovely in all those feathers.
Moany
Oh doesn't he!  Mind you I wouldn't like to iron them.  I hate ironing feathers.
Groany
So do I!  Specially as we squaws have to do it with red hot stones out of the camp fire.
Moany
I do wish they'd hurry up and invent the electric iron.
(Enter the spirit woman, angry)

Spirit woman
Come, you tardy women delay the ceremony.  Drumming must start before moon rise!
Moany
All right, all right.
Groany

Won't be a minute, I've just got to put a bit more ....(she is about to continue with "buffalo pat on my plaits" or whatever but is interrupted by the spirit woman)
Spirit woman
Come or I get spirits to turn you into a frog.
Groany

Oh I do hate being turned into a frog.  Do you remember the last time we were turned into frogs Moany.
Stoney
So do I
Spirit woman
(Very threateningly)  Silence, come at once.
(Spirit woman leads the way out as Moany and Groany follow making faces to the audience implying that the spirit woman is crazy.)
Scene 1: Minehaha Chooses her Bridegroom
(In this scene the moon i invoked to shine on the tepee of Minehaha and give her the gifts of womanhood.  After she has emerged from her tepee the spirits will lead  Minehaha to the man who is to become her husband and she will get him and bring him in the sacred circle.)

Spirit woman
(Chanting) Harken women of Dakotas

Harken to the spirit woman

We are gathered in the forest

Here to welcome Minehaha

When she too becomes a woman.

See the moon our sister goddess

Shining high above the pine trees

When the moon lights on the tepee

Minehaha will be woman

No more girl - she will be woman

When the moon lights on the tepee

Minehaha will be woman.

(The drums start to beat to a climax, maybe there is dancing, at the climax the moon shines on the tepee and Minehaha emerges queenly as a Dakota princess.)

Spirit woman
Welcome new woman of the Dakotas
(All crowd in and dance around chanting  "Welcome, welcome Minehaha" there is more dancing and drumming.  At the end Minehaha comes out from the crowd and stands alone)

Minehaha

Mother earth, sister moon, I salute you.  Dakota sisters I rejoice with you.  
Now I am become a woman I ask the spirit to send me the man who is to be my husband
All squaws
(Except Minehaha and Spirit woman, all chant)  Hia-watha, Hia-watha!
Minehaha
Let the spirit send who the spirit wishes.
Spirit woman
Beat the calling drum that the bridegroom will come.
(Drum beating and chanting of "Come bridegroom, come" occasional cries of Hiawatha, Hiawatha, occasional outbursts like the ones below) 

Squaw 1
Hark I hear the sound of his moccasins
Squaw 2
He comes, I hear the footsteps on the pathway.
(Drumming continues up to a crescendo then down to a silence as all whisper, he comes the bridegroom comes whatever seems right.  It all works down to silence.

The silence is suddenly interrupted by gunfire and running footsteps.  Enter Lincoln and Annie running)

Lincoln

Give us sanctuary, in the name of heaven, sanctuary for my sister and me.
Spirit woman
(Rising up in anger)  Away palefaces, away!  You defile the sacred rites of the Dakotas!
All squaws

Away palefaces, away.
Annie
Please give us sanctuary.  There's men following us with guns.
Spirit woman
Away, you have defiled the sacred rites of the Dakotas.  Leave us or we kill you.
All squaws
Leave us or we kill you!
(Lincoln and Annie stand not knowing what to do as the chant of "Leave us or we kill you!" grows.  Suddenly enter Sam Sinister with his cronies Mike and Tyke plus Clyde & Hyde.  They are armed with pistols and at the sight of them there is silence once more.)

Sam Sinister
Have no fear, women of the Dakotas.  We will rid you of these two.  They are criminals running from Paleface justice.
Lincoln
Do not listen Dakota women!  He is the criminal.  I am the Surveyor Captain Crockett, agent of the Government of the United States.  I plan to make your land a great national park.  These men would destroy your sacred mountain and dig your burial grounds for gold.
Sam Sinister
Enough Lincoln Crockett!  You have destroyed the diggings of honest miners and that's a hanging offence.  Leave with us now or we will kill you here.
(He raises his gun as if to shoot.  Just in time the Chief appears with Hiawatha and some other Dakota braves.  The chief knocks the gun from Sam's hand and Hiawatha and the other braves hold spears up to threaten Sam, Mike & Tyke.)

Chief
Put down your guns.  I chief of the Dakotas order it.
Spirit woman who are these strangers that threaten bloodshed on the sacred ground?
Spirit Woman
Oh ancient chief, these two (points at Lincoln & Annie) interrupted the sacred  ceremony.  The others were following them, it seems they are fleeing from Paleface justice.
Chief
Chief will listen to both sides.  You (points at Lincoln) what is your business in Dakota lands?  Speak.
Lincoln
I am Captain Surveyor Lincoln Crockett agent of the government of the United States.  I am surveying this land to save it as a National Park.  I am a friend to the Dakota.  Me and my sister seek sanctuary from these miners who would kill us and despoil your lands by mining for gold.
Sam Sinister
Do not believe him Chief.  He has taken the living from honest miners by destroying their diggings.  Now he would take your lands for the United States so it would no longer be the land of the Dakotas.
Chief
(to Sam Sinister)  You said this man was a common criminal yet he works for the government of the United States.
Tyke & Mike
He is a criminal; he has destroyed our diggings.
Clyde & Hyde
Yes he did!
Lincoln
Only because they were on Dakotas lands
Chief
(turning back to the miners angrily) So, you have been mining on Dakota land?
Sam Sinister
We didn't know it was your land chief or we would have asked you.
Chief
Chief finds your tales as hard to believe as snow in summer.
Sam Sinister.
Just try to understand the modern world, chief.  We miners would dig a little and leave.  Then the lands would still be yours.  In exchange for gold we would give you blankets and knives .... (he notices that he is making no impression) ... and we give the Dakotas rifles so they can become a mighty nation like the United States.
Chief

Enough.  (Points to Sam Sinister) This Paleface speak with forked tongue.  These two (points to Lincoln & Annie) have asked for Dakota sanctuary and, by the sacred laws of hospitality, it must be given.  (To miners)  You leave before moon set and never return.  Chief Flying Eagle has said what will be.
Spirit Woman
Your mind grows cloudy, oh ancient chief.  Tonight is the night of initiation, the night when the spirit women says what will be and what will not be.
Spirit woman say kill those Palefaces who defile our ceremonies and take rifles from miners so Dakotas can once more be a nation of proud young braves, not of tired old men.
(While the chief and the spirit woman continue to argue and gesticulate at one side of the stage, Annie draws Minehaha aside and talks to her urgently)

Annie
You must listen to us.  You can see that they are wicked men.  They don't care about the Dakotas.  Save us and we will help you.
Minehaha
Spirits tell Minehaha white girl speak truth.  Do not fear, Minehaha will help.  Spirits have told her how.
(Attention switches back to the chief and the spirit woman)

Spirit woman
So chief you must tell them that tonight the spirit woman commands.
Chief
(defeated) It is true.  It must be as the spirit woman says.
Minehaha

(goes to centre of stage and sings a strange wailing song) Aieee!  Aieee.   Minehaha must choose a husband while sister moon still shines on tepee.  This must be done now, the judgement on the strangers must wait.
All Dakotas
True!  It must be done now!  Minehaha must choose.
Spirit woman
It is true.  The choice must be made before sister moon pass beyond sacred mountain.  Palefaces turn away.  (They do so)  

(To Minehaha)  Listen to the spirits Minehaha and choose a husband who will lead the Dakotas as a mighty warrior.
Let Minehaha lead her groom into the sacred circle.
Minehaha

Spirit of our sister moon

Guide my footsteps to my groom

May my man at last come home.

Thrice around the circle here

Lead me to my husband dear

Lead me to my husband dear.

(There is more drumming and chanting as Minehaha walks three times round the circle [or only once if three times looks too long].  Some Dakotas meantime are chanting "Hia-watha".)

(Minehaha walks past the Dakotas braves, past Hiawatha - with maybe a glance of regret - takes Lincoln's hand and starts to lead him to the circle.)
Minehaha
Come husband sent by the spirits, you are mine.
Lincoln
(confused)  but, but, I don't understand
All Dakotas
She has chosen the Paleface!
Spirit woman
The spirits forbid it.  You must not lead the Paleface into the circle .... it will mean the end of the Dakota nation.   I forbid it.  No, no no!
(Spirit woman stands in the way but Minehaha brushes her aside takes Lincoln into the sacred circle and starts to put the wedding garland on his head)

Spirit woman
The prophecy foretells that a white chief shall destroy the Dakota nation and that it will not rise again for one hundred years.  If the garland is placed on the Paleface's head, it is the end of the Dakotas.
Minehaha
(Putting the garland on Lincoln's head)  Wear the garland Oh, my husband.
(After she speaks, there is a flash of lightning and the Totem pole falls to the ground.  As the thunder rolls round the stage, blackout.)

Curtain
Scene 2: At the Trusty Cowboy Saloon
(In front of the curtain.  Ma Crockett comes out and talks to the audience.  She is the keeper of the "Trusty Cowboy" saloon and the mother of Lincoln and Annie.  She is a jolly old motherly woman.  The" Trusty Cowboy" sign is hanging in front of the curtain.)

Ma Crockett
Gee what a night?  Did you see that lightning?  Oh my, I thought the electricity would be cut off for a week after a flash like that.  But when I woke up in the morning I remembered they hadn't invented electricity yet, so I needn't have worried.  Gee, I've never seen such  a storm in all my living days.  Not since I left that little old village in Minstead, in Merrie England.  I remember how lightning struck Castle Malwood the day that friend of Gladstone, Mr. Harcourt introduced the Income Tax.  Knew it was time to leave when that happened, the place has gone down hill ever since.  That's why I came out West and founded the Trusty Cowboy Saloon.

Do you like my sign (points to it).  Here let me read you the words.
A Trusty Cowboy's portrait would you see

This emblamatic figure well survey .....
Emblamatic that's what it says in Minstead no idea what it means.
Big mouth, to swig the whisky down of course,

Big bottom gives him comfort on his horse,

Big eyes to help him see beneath the moon,

Big lips to help him hit the old spittoon.

Armed with his gun, his lasso on his arm

His horse and cattle he'll protect from harm.

(There is a loud chord from the pianist)

Ma Crockett
All right, all right that's the pianist.  I've got a sign for her as well (Gets out sign saying "Please don't shoot the pianist, she's doing her best".)  Well anyway wait until the show is over, you can shoot her then if you like.
I'm really worried about my children you know.  Annie and Lincoln, they've been out surveying to see if that sacred mountain of the Dakotas would be a good place to have a National Park.  I do hope they're OK.  That nasty Sam Sinister is out there with a gang of no good miners, and he's sworn to shoot my Lincoln.  And there are all those Dakota squaws, I hope my Lincoln doesn't get too friendly with one of them.  You don't think he'd do that do you?
Audience
Yes he has.
Ma Crockett

Oh no he hasn't!
Audience
Oh yes he has!
Ma Crockett

Oh no he hasn't!
Audience

Oh yes he has!
Ma Crockett
Anyway I don't believe you.
(enter Jenny from the side of the stage.)

Ma Crockett
(noticing the child)  What are you doing shrimp?
Jenny
Please Ma Crockett me Pa says will you look after me while he goes on the search party to look for Lincoln and Annie.
Ma Crockett
Search party, search party?  If there's going to be a search party I'm a-goin on it with 'em.
Jenny
Oh Ma Crockett Pa says you're so fat that the last time you rode our pony you squashed it so hard that everyone thinks it's a daschund.
Ma Crockett
Oh he does, does he?  Well you can tell your Pa that I'm a superb horsewoman with a very desirable figure.
Jenny
Yes Ma Crockett, but will you look after me?
Ma Crockett
No I won't, and call me Mrs Crockett
Jenny
Sure thing Ma Crockett.
(Enter Vicky & Katie)

Ma Crockett
What do you want?(Vicky & Katie always talk at the same time, saying the same thing together)
Vicky & Katie
Please Ma Crockett our Pa says will you look after us while he goes out on the search party.
Ma Crockett
No I won't.  I'm going on the search party myself to look for my own children.  And call me Mrs Crockett.
Vicky & Katie
Pa says it's best you don't come.  Why the last time you came with him he got to Tombstone too late for the funeral, let alone the gunfight.
(Enter a crowd more children)

New children
(Together but not in chorus)  Please Ma Crockett our Pa said ......
Ma Crockett
Well tell him I won't.  I'm a-going on this yer search party ....
(She is interrupted by the entrance of the sheriff)

Sheriff
Say Ma Crockett, you don't mind looking after the kids while we go out after Lincoln and Annie do you now?
Ma Crockett
Now listen here Sheriff, I'm Mrs Crockett to you and I have no intention of looking after these yer kids while my own flesh and kin are out there in Indian country.  I'm a-coming with ya.
(there is the sound of horses running by and people shouting.)

Sheriff
Too late Ma Crockett I guess I'd better hurry or I'll miss it myself.  
(Exit sheriff)
Ma Crockett
Very well then you lot.  Well don't get a thinking it's going to be some kind of a holiday.  You lot are going to do some work or else you're going to get a tanning.
(The curtain opens and they go through into the bar of the saloon)

Ma Crockett
Come on here, I'm going to teach you lot how to make Baked Bean stew, and we're going to sing the song about it.
Joanna
My mum says that's song's so rude she don't want ever to listen to it.
Ma Crockett
Well you'd better tell your Mum to put her hands over her ears.

(All sing "Baked Bean stew")

(Song ends)

Ma Crockett
OK, that's it.  I can see the customers coming.  Off you go out in the yard to play.  I've got a saloon to run and it's High Noon.
(She shoos all children out but 2 or three avoid her and manage to hide.)

Justin
I don't want to play in the yard.  I want to see what Ma Crockett really does in the saloon.
Alex

Me to
Lettie
Quick over here let's hide.
Ma Crockett
Heaven preserve us here come Mike and Tyke, the meanest men in town.
(Enter Tyke from one side)

Tyke
I'm Tyke and I'm the meanest man in town.  I'm a-here Mike and it's one minute to high noon.  Are you there Mike, or have you returned to that rat-infested snake hole where you belong?
Mike
(Enter from the other side chewing)  I'm a-here Tyke and I'm a-waitin.
Tyke
Sixty seconds to leave town walking, or you'll be carried out in a plain wooden box.
Mike
I'm a-here Tyke and I'm a-waitin.
Tyke
Start prayin' Tyke you only got 30 seconds of breathin'' left in ya.
(The heads of the children pop up in fascination)

Mike
I'm a-here Tyke and I'm a-waitin'.
(The clock starts to strike)

Tyke
The first move after the first stroke Mike and you're yesterday!
(The clock strikes.  There is a sudden movement and a loud Pop.  Both guns emit a flag saying "Bang!".  Both the men dissolve into laughter then die in horrible spasms)

(Enter Clyde & Hyde.)

Clyde
Too late Hyde this one's a gonner
Hyde
Yeah  this one too I must call the mortician, Clyde.  he's got a coffin waitin''.
(They start to mess around with Mike and Tyke who push them away.)

Mike
Leave us alone brat
Tyke
Hop it kid
(They get up)

Mike
Hey, that was the best fun I've had since I don't know when.
Tyke
Since high noon yesterday Mike.  And I won yesterday as well
Mike
No you did not!  I won yesterday and today.
Audience

Oh no you didn't
Mike
Oh yes I did
Tyke
(To Ma Crockett)  Tell him who won Ma
Ma Crockett
It was a draw boys.  here have your sarsperrelly.  I've got some work to do out back.
(Exit Ma Crockett)

Tyke
Let's do it again Mike only this time I wants to be the one that chews the matches.
Clyde & Hyde
It's our turn, we're going to do it now 
 (The rigmarole over again this time with Clyde & Hyde.  As they are standing at their most ridiculous enter Sam Sinister.)

Sam Sinister
What are you fools doing.  I told you to meet me at the mine an hour ago.
Tyke
Just having a bit of fun Sam
Mike
Not meaning any harm boss
Sam Sinister
Listen I hired you two boys to kill Lincoln Crockett.  We lost him last night to those pesky Indians and now all you two can do is play the fool and drink sarsperelly.
Clyde
We're celebrating Boss.  That Lincoln can't do us no harm now he's joined that group of Indians.  We ain't never going to see him again.
Sam Sinister
Listen dolts, so long as he's alive he can still send off to Washington and get these lands made into a National Park.  Then it's good-bye to mining around here, and you boys know there's gold to make our fortune up there below that Indian sacred mountain.
You boys don't get no pay till Lincoln Crockett is dead.
Mike
OK boss, if that's what you say.  We'll go off and get him.
Sam Sinister
No listen, Sam Sinister has a plan.  Mike and Tyke are the best shots go on round behind the Dakota camp.  Then when you see the search party coming, you start shootin.  Kill Lincoln and the Dakota chief first then any Indians you see.  That way both sides will shoot each other  After the battle we'll have the whole place to ourselves to go in and get the gold.
Hyde
But yesterday you were friends with the Indians.  You were going to give them rifles.
Sam Sinister
Listen we don't care about nothing except the gold.  Anyone who'll help us get gold is friends and anyone who don't is enemies.  And if there's a few less of them Indians and settlers to care about, so much the better.
Mike 
OK boss we understand.  Creep round the back of the Indian camp and then when we see the search party, we shoot Lincoln Crockett and start the battle.
Sam Sinister
Good and make sure you don't mess it up this time.
(Exit Mike Tyke)

Sam Sinister 
(To Clyde & Hyde)  You two come along with me)
Justin
Did you hear that?
Alex
Yeah, Lincoln is with the Dakotas and those two are planning to shoot him.  Call Ma Crockett, we'd better go after them fast.
(They start to exit, curtain)
Scene 3:  The road back from the Dakotas Camp
(On a narrow mountain pathway on the way back to Moosejaw from the Dakotas camp.  Enter Annie and Hiawatha.  Annie trails slightly reluctantly behind Hiawatha.  The path down the mountain was long and steep, but beautiful.  To Hiawatha the view was the one he had known since his childhood but to Annie the long view through the mountains to the lake was a revelation.  Everywhere beauty, everywhere the clear blue sky;  Annie gazed across the land and turned to Hiawatha.)
Hiawatha

Come, we must hurry to Paleface town.
Annie

But I hate leaving Lincoln.
Hiawatha

Lincoln tell Annie to go.  Lincoln explain that he must stay.
Annie

But why can't Lincoln come with us?
Hiawatha

Lincoln Minehaha's husband.  Lincoln must stay with Dakota now.
Annie

But Lincoln doesn't want to be Minehaha's husband!
Hiawatha

Same with Dakotas braves.  Dakotas braves not want to become husband.  Want to stay like boys, but spirit say marry and they marry.  After many moons braves understand.
Annie

But Minehaha only did it to save us.  Now Lincoln can leave and she can marry someone else ... like you.
Hiawatha
No.  Spirits tell her to take Lincoln.  She take Lincoln
Annie

You Dakotas are so stupid.  Why can't you understand  about anything?  You can't understand about marriage, and you can't understand about the land.


Look there is plenty of land here for all of us, enough for us white folks to build our towns and churches, enough for you Dakotas to hunt and chase your buffalo and enough for us to leave some like this forever.  That's what Lincoln wants he wants your sacred mountain to become a National Park.
Hiawatha
Land say no room for more.  Everywhere land is full.  (He starts to point)    Lake is full of beavers and otters.  Rivers full of salmon and pike.  Plains full of buffaloes and horses.  Woods full of deer, and bear, wolf and wolverine. Air full of  eagles, ravens and song birds.  Dakota camp full of people  Land is full.  Land needs no more people
Annie
But surely you can spare some land.  We have been chased from our countries, by hunger, by disease, by the filth of towns and we are here to build a new life, a new country, where people can be happy and can live together as God meant us to.  You Dakotas own so much land.
Hiawatha
Dakota own no land.  Land own the Dakota.  

Mother spirit of land say I am beautiful, I own beavers, buffaloes, eagles, I own Dakota I do not own palefaces.  Palefaces do not love land.  They do not respect land; they only want to own it.
Annie
But there is enough land for everyone to own land.  Dakota country is bigger than all of England
Hiawatha
Once people think they own land there is never enough.  The spirit of the land is angry.  White men must go.  Must go back to land they have spoiled and make it good, not make all land bad.  If palefaces not go, Dakota make palefaces go.

(Suddenly Hiawatha stands still.  He has heard the gruff bark of a bear in the underbrush.  He silences Annie and pushes her behind him.  Enter a bear running up to them.) 
Hiawatha
No move! (He stands  like a rock his arms crossed over his chest staring at the bear.  The bear stops, looks at Hiawatha and Annie, sniffs them and stands still.  After  a little while, Hiawatha raises his hand.)  Mother bear, listen to bear spirits.  Me and Annie, Dakota.  Dakota friends of bear.  Mother Bear Hiawatha's totem, evil spirit must have sent you. 

(Hiawatha makes signs to the bear with his hands, then very slowly, goes up to it, takes hold of  a whisker from bear it's mouth and pulls.  The bear growls in pain and surprise, but still stands still.)  Now go in Peace.  (The bear turns and trots off down the path.)
Hiawatha
(To Annie.)  You very brave, you move and bear kill us.
Annie
Quick let's hurry away from the bear while we've got the chance.
Hiawatha
We must burn bear's whisker then person come who sent bear to kill us.  Hiawatha make fire.

(He gets out his willow stick and starts to make a fire.)  

Annie
Please don't waste any time.  It will do nothing.  Look, I'll show you  (She gets out a box of matches and lights the whisker.)  See nothing happens.  Let's get on before the bear comes back.

(Suddenly, as if from nowhere, the spirit woman is with them behind her come two cronies.  Hiawatha bows low before her as a fitting tribute to her age and position)
Hiawatha
In the name of the ancestors and the great spirit guide me in my actions oh Spirit Mother.
Spirit Woman
You need guidance oh my son.  You prevented the bear spirit killing this paleface.  Now it is you who must kill her.  

Take the ritual knife.   For, if the Dakota do not kill the palefaces, the palefaces will kill the Dakota.
Screaming Raven
Kill the palefaces and you can be chief Hiawatha, as you would be if the Palefaces had not come.
Spitting Lizard
The sacred mountain will save us.   Ancestor spirits have placed the gold beneath it so the white men will trade it for weapons to fight and lead a nation of the Dakota.  
Spirit woman
Kill the girl and then I will anoint you chief.  (Hands him knife)
Annie
No, you must not, I am your guest under the protection of your chief.
Hiawatha
Hiawatha needs to think  (Takes the knife and turns it over in his hands.  He looks at the sacred inscriptions carefully.  He looks at the girl and he looks at the spirit woman.  Then he looks up.).  Sacred writings on knife say two things.  One, that sacred mountain must not be ploughed or dug.  Two, that guests must always be protected.  Your plan is evil spirit woman.  Go and do not return to the camp of the Dakotas
Spirit Woman

You and the chief are not worthy to be called Dakota.  In the name of the spirits I banish you from the land.  It is me, a weak woman, who will fight.  I will found a new nation of the Dakota. 
Cronies ! & 2
The spirit woman is the chief.(Spirit woman and cronies exit.)
Hiawatha
(Turns and takes up his burden.)  Come.
Annie
Oh I just can't go on.  I'm so frightened.  (She collapses onto Hiawatha)
Hiawatha
No you not frightened, Annie very brave.  You no cry out when bear come.  You stand bravely to face evil spirit woman.  

Come, we sit and rest and sing song of earth mother.  Good medicine.  It make us strong for journey.

(They sing song of the earth mother)

Annie 

Oh I don't understand you Dakotas.  Sometimes you do such terrible things and sometimes you are so good.  I wish you could get to like me.
Hiawatha

Dakota law say treat guests with respect.  No say Dakota must like them.  Come.

(They get up to go.  Enter the children followed by Ma Crockett)
Ma Crockett

Annie, you're safe.
Annie

Ma this is Hiawatha, he's bringing me home.
Ma Crockett

Well I'll be hornswoggled.  Pleased to meet you Mr Watha, or would you rather I called you Hia - people are so informal out here aren't they.   Well Mr Watha .... (She makes as if she is going to keep on talking)
Alex

(Interrupting Ma Crockett)  Ma Crockett we've got to hurry, Tyke and Mike are coming up the trail to shoot Lincoln and as many Indians as they can.  We must stop them.
Ma Crockett

Oh yes Annie, I forgot.  There's a search party out for you and Lincoln and Mike & Tyke are going to go round the back of the Indian camp and start shooting at Lincoln and the Indians as soon as the search party appear.  That way each side will think that the other started it and Lincoln and most of the Indians will be killed.
Annie

What will we do?
Hiawatha

Hiawatha have plan.  I will track Tyke and Mike and stop them.  You must go and stop Paleface search party from shooting at Dakotas.  Quick, we must hurry.


(All exit.)
Scene 4: At the Dakota Camp
(The scene is a clearing in the forest.  At the back and at a higher level are rocks behind which Mike and Tyke can be seen above the people on the stage.  Maybe it is the same place as the ceremony the night before but there is no tepee and no totem pole.  The dialogue says that the sacred rock is above them so that could be shown [or not])

(Enter Tyke and Mike at the back of the stage.  They are planning to hide)

Tyke
Is this the place?  Sam said to go up in the rocks above the camp.
Mike
This must be right.  The sacred rock's just above us, like he said.
Tyke
I don't like doing this Mike, I don't like shooting people in the back.
Mike
It's the only way we'll get the gold.  Quiet, here comes somebody, we'd better hide.
(Tyke and Mike hide.  Enter the Chief and Lincoln talking earnestly, with them is Minehaha apparently preoccupied with some task like threading beads on a belt [or whatever a Dakota bride would do for her wedding])

Lincoln
Can't you see chief, my plan is the only way.
Chief
Your plan not good for Dakotas.  Your plan give much land to Palefaces, only leave some of land as it was, only leave some land for forest and for Dakotas.
Lincoln
But if it doesn't happen your sacred mountain will be mined for gold and all your people killed and moved elsewhere.
Chief
Dakotas can fight.  Dakotas brave warriors and know land better than white man.
Lincoln
But there are only a few Dakotas.
Chief
Yes chief know.  Chief been to see big white chief in Washington.  More Palefaces than stars in the sky.  To fight Palefaces is like standing before buffalo stampede.  Kill one buffalo and there are two buffalo behind it.  I weep for the people of the Dakota.
Minehaha
(Turning to them, she has been listening all along)  The spirits have chosen well in Lincoln as husband for Minehaha.  He will help me keep all that is best for Dakota children.
Lincoln
Minehaha, I cannot be your husband.  We Palefaces choose are own wives.  You are very brave Minehaha, but you would not be happy if you married me.
Minehaha
Spirits tell Minehaha first time eyes fell on Lincoln.  Spirits know.  Minehaha know.  Soon Lincoln know too.  Minehaha waste no more words.  Bad to argue before wedding. Dakota say plenty time to argue after wedding. 

(She turns away and points down the hall.)  Look Palefaces coming. 
(Enter the search party at the back of the Hall consisting of Sheriff, other Palefaces including the messengers Calamity Jane &  Belle Star, Ma Crockett & Annie) 

Chief
I stand with Lincoln here on rock and give greeting of peace.  Soon Dakotas and Palefaces have big pow-wow.
(They take up position at the front of the stage.  Tyke and Mike stand up behind them with guns as if to shoot.)

Tyke

(Stage whisper) Now?
Mike
Wait till we can see the whites of the search parties eyes, then there's sure to be a battle.
(Enter Hiawatha and Dakotas braves running)

Brave-1

There I see them, there!
Tyke
They've seen us!  Shoot.
(There is the noise of a shot.  Lincoln's hat is whisked off.  When Hiawatha's party reach Mike and Tyke they run and exit.  Hiawatha makes to follow them but stops when the chief shouts to him.)

Chief
Hiawatha what is happening
Hiawatha
Wicked white men plan to shoot chief and Lincoln.  Hiawatha stop them.
(Children come on after Hiawatha about now.  Or maybe they are just sitting at the front.  Hard to know quite how to work this till you know how many people. )

Lincoln
Look the Sheriff thinks we are shooting at them.  We must do something.
Hiawatha
Paleface children run and stop your fathers shooting.
(Children run down the hall to the search party)

Children

Don't shoot it's us.!

Don't shoot Pa! 

That wasn't the Dakotas shooting!  
(and similar remarks each one saying something different)

(Amid a lot of noise and greeting of children and general confusion the search party is brought up onto the stage by the children to meet the chief.)

Sheriff
Are you OK Lincoln
Lincoln
Yes thanks Sheriff.  Under the protection of Chief Flying Eagle.
Ma Crockett
(Arriving on the scene at last and taking over)  Gee thank goodness you're all right Lincoln.  I thought you would have been scalped by now.
Lincoln
Don't say that Ma.  Chief Flying Eagle is our friend now.
Ma Crockett
Pleased to meet you Mr Eagle.  Or should I call you Flying?
Chief
Pleased to meet you ma'm.
Ma Crockett
Oh and is this the girlfriend Annie was telling me about?  She looks very nice.  A pity you couldn't get a nice American girl though.
Lincoln
Ma this is Princess Minehaha, chief Flying Eagle's daughter.  (Minehaha makes as if to speak, but sensing problems, Lincoln continues to address the assembled gathering.)  Quick everyone sit down, I've an announcement to make.
Chief

Surveyor Captain Lincoln will speak.  

Lincoln
(Goes to middle as everyone sits)  Chief, Dakota People, fellow people of Moosejaw.  The Chief here has agreed that my plan will be followed and that the Sacred Mountain will become a National park of the United States of America.  (Noises of approval from the whites) Belle Star and Calamity Jane here have agreed to take the request to the president in Washington and return with the proclamation.  Till then the mountain must be guarded against mining and farming.
(To Jane & Belle Star) How long will it take to ride to Washington and back Jane
Jane
About twelve days and twelve good horses Lincoln, as long as we don't have any men to slow us down.  Eh Belle
Belle
Sure thing Jane
Lincoln
OK Jane take the note and God speed.
(Jane & Belle leave)
Chief
Now we smoke a pipe of peace 
(Everyone is seated round in a circle with the chief and Lincoln at the back, Minehaha next to Lincoln, Ma Crockett next to Chief and others as seems best.  During the process Ma Crockett with one child draws Lincoln aside)

Ma Crockett
(To Lincoln)  What have we got to do then?.
Lincoln

Just do exactly the same as the chief
Kid Jo 
(To Ma Crockett)  What have we got to do?
Ma Crockett
Do the same as the Dakotas do - pass that on to everyone
(When everyone is seated)

Chief


Bring forth the Pipe of peace (It is brought in)
Light the pipe (it is lit).
Peace between Paleface and Dakota.  (He draws on the pipe falls about coughing, jumps around as if  choking, sits down and passes pipe on)  Sacred herbs strong this year.

Ma Crockett
(looks surprised)  Peace between Paleface and Dakota.  (she draws on the pipe falls about coughing, jumps around as if  choking, sits down and passes pipe on just as chief has done)  Sacred herbs  strong this year.

(The pipe is passed on several times with more and more exaggerated antics until the joke has begun to pall a little)

Chief

It is done.  Now to show friendship all  must partake of the ceremony of the sacred junket.

Bring on the sacred junkets!  

Sacred junket bearer1
( bring them in and give everyone a plate of foam) As the bear is to the eagle so is the sacred junket to the people of the Dakotas.
Sacred junket bearer 2
Very sacred Dakota ceremony.  Each person make speech to friend then place face above junket and inhale power of junket fetish.  (Looks at chief)  As is the custom, you first oh chief.
Chief
(Starting the ceremony)  Surveyor Captain Lincoln Crockett a wise paleface that has arranged that the sacred mountain of the Dakotas becomes protected as a National Park.  For you, I breathe the spirit of the sacred junket. (He picks up the sacred junket sniffs it, nearly puts face in it but not quite, puts it down and turns to Lincoln)
Now Lincoln's turn.  Lincoln must speak for Minehaha.
Lincoln
Princess Minehaha,  Minehaha is the bravest woman I have ever met, she saved the lives of me and my sister, by agreeing to take me as her husband.  In return for my life I swear I cannot accept her offer and leave her free to take another husband.  For you, I breathe the spirit of the sacred junket. (He picks up the sacred junket sniffs it)
Minehaha
(Jumping up from opposite him).  Why are you so stupid?  Spirits know you will be my husband,  I know you will be husband, even your mother know you will be husband.  You are stupid paleface captain.  Take my sacred junket, stupid.  (She pushes his sacred junket onto his face from below and hers onto his head from above).
(There is a long silence .... broken by chief, trying to recover situation by drawing attention elsewhere)

Chief
Now paleface children show respect to sacred junket.  (looks around and points)  You!
Kid Jo
(appealing to Ma Crockett and friends)  What have I got to do?
Ma Crockett (and others)
(whisper)  do what the Dakotas did!
Kid Jo
Are you sure?
All palefaces
(Stage whisper)Yes!
Kid Jo
Really?
All palefaces 
(Stage whisper) Yes!
Kid Jo
I know it's going to happen, you know it's going to happen, the audience knows it's going to happen.  (Turns suddenly to chief)
Take my junket stupid.  (Splats chief)
(Another awed silence, as chief wipes his face.  He stands up)

Chief
Chief see Paleface children like games same as Dakota children.  Paleface child must take Dakota punishment.  Come.  (He beckons to child who comes over very reluctantly.  When the child is near)  Take my junket stupid!  (chief splats him back)
(At this everyone splats everyone and there is a short free for all.  It is interrupted by the screaming entrance of the spirit woman)

Spirit woman
So palefaces now defile the ceremony of the sacred junket, and Chief Flying Eagle so old and feeble that he giggles like a woman.  Ancestor spirits very angry.  

Only I the spirit woman live by the spirit of the Dakotas.  I will exchange the gold under the sacred mountain for white man's rifles so Dakotas can fight white man's army and once more be a nation of warriors, not children and old men like children.
What do you say to the spirit woman of the Dakotas?
All

(After a short pause)  Take my junket stupid!  (She is splatted.)
(Curtain)
Scene 5:  The Grande Olde National Park Square Dance
Cowboy Georgette

Come along one, 

Come along all

Come along in to the Moosejaw ball.

We'll dance in the daytime

We'll dance in the dark

We'll dance for the opening of

The National Park.

Come along in you guys and gals

Bring your parents and all your pals.

The Trusty Cowboy opens its doors

To cowgirls and cowboys

Braves and squaws

So come along one

Come along all

Come along in to the Moosejaw ball.

(Enter Lincoln, Ma Crockett and Hiawatha)

Cowboy Georgette
Good evening Mrs Crockett, evening Lincoln, evening Hiawatha..  (To Hiawatha) Mighty glad you Dakotas have agreed to this National Park.  I'm sure you won't regret it.
Hiawatha
That land sacred to the Dakotas.  Must be kept for children and for children of children.
Cowboy Georgette
It will be kept for ever now its a National Park.
Lincoln
It's not quite a National Park yet, George.  Hank has got to get to Washington and back with the proclamation from the President.
Ma Crockett
It won't be long. He's been gone two weeks now.
Lincoln
Yes Ma, but till he comes we must make sure that no mining or farming is done.  If any of that land is disturbed, it's good-bye to the National Park.  (They make as if to go in to the hall [that is in through the curtain])
Cowboy Georgette
Give us your weapons boys.  Always do at a dance.
Lincoln
Sure, here you are George  
(Lincoln gives in his gun, Hiawatha his knife)

(Other guests, including Minehaha and Annie, come in, talk to Cowboy Georgette and go on into the dance.  Our attention switches to the other side of the stage where Sam Sinister has entered and is talking with Mike and Tyke.)

Tyke
What's this about you wantin' this National Park Sam?  That there sacred mountain is sitting on top of a bigger vein of gold than anything in the Californian gold rush.  
Mike
Yeah, I hear you're giving out some prize, and agreeing to go and mine elsewhere.
Sam
Don't worry boys.  I've thought of a way so that the Dakotas and the townsfolk will be glad to let us mine the sacred mountain.  We're going to kidnap that prissy schoolteacher Annie Crockett her friend Minehaha and the brats they've been teaching to dance. 
Mike
How will that help boss?
Sam Sinister
That old Indian chief will resign to get his daughter back then the Spirit Woman will take over and let us mine.  And the townsfolk will be so glad to get their kids back they won't care about National Parks no more.
Tyke
How do we do it boss?
Sam Sinister
Wait till I give out the prizes then come in with your guns.  There won't be any trouble.  Cowboy Georgette there is collecting every one's weapons.
Mike
What about you boss?  You'll need a gun too, and you'll have to give yours in same as everyone else.
Sam Sinister
Sam Sinister's thought of that.  I've got a gun right here in this parcel which everyone thinks is the cup for the most civic minded citizen of Moosejaw. (Sinister laugh)  See you later boys.
(Tyke and Mike exit.  Sam Sinister goes over to Cowboy Georgette.)

Cowboy Georgette
Pleased to see you Mr. Sinister
Sam Sinister
Likewise George
Cowboy Georgette
Mighty pleased you' ain't going to mine in the Indian Hills.
Sam Sinister
That's democracy George.  There's plenty to mine in this great country of ours.  No point in mining where it's going to cause trouble.
Cowboy Georgette
Only wish more miners saw it that way Mr Sinister.
Sam Sinister
I must hurry on in  George.  The Mean Mine Corporation are sponsoring this prize for the most civic minded citizen and I want to be there to present it.
Cowboy Georgette
Your weapon Mr Sinister.
Sam Sinister
Sure thing, George (gives him his gun)
 Cowboy Georgette
(Joking) Ain't no weapons in that thar citizens prize box are there Mr Sinister?
Sam Sinister. 
I'm not saying George.  I want it to be a real big surprise.
(The both walk together into the dance as the curtains open.  Inside the dance hall the children are lined up ready to do a square dance)

Cowboy Georgette (or other Master of ceremonies)
Good evening folks.  Now put your hands together for a brand new barn dance prepared by out bee-autiful young schoolteacher Miss Annie Crockett and Princess Minehaha of the Dakotas.  (applause) And it's going to be danced by the children of Moosejaw and the young braves and squaws of the Dakotas.!
(All dance and sing the barn dance)

Barn dance song

Cowboy Georgette (or other Master of ceremonies)
Thank you children.  Thank you.  I would now like to call upon Mr Samuel sinister of the Mean Mine Corporation who has generously agreed to donate a price for the most civic citizen of Moosejaw 1895.  Thank you Mr Samuel Sinister.
Sam Sinister
Good evening Ladies and Gentleman.   What a pleasure to be in such a warm hearted town.  Warm hearted, some might even say too warm hearted for its own good.  But not Sam Sinister.  No.  We're all here to build a new country and us business men know that sometimes means making difficult decisions.  Unpopular decisions.  My difficult decision tonight was whether I should give in to the pleas of  you soft hearted folks and the superstitions of a few old savages and allow you to start a National Park, or to profit from the greatest pile of wealth anywhere on God's earth.
A difficult decision for some, but not for Samuel Sinister.  No siree!  I knew there was only one thing to do.  That is why I call upon Miss Annie Crockett, Princess Minehaha and their talented young dancers to come forward and receive their well deserved reward from the Mean Mine Corporation.
(Applause as all step forward)

Annie
I rightly don't know what to say Mr Sinister
Sam Sinister
No need for speeches.  Just stand right there in front of me.
Annie
Here Mr Sinister?
Sam Sinister
And now let me show you your prize. (Gets the gun out of the box) A brand new Colt Automatic.
(There is a gasp of surprise.  Annie and others start to move forward as Sam points the gun at her)
I would stand still if I were you Miss Crockett .... and anyone else who wants to be a hero.  Mike and Tyke are covering you.
(Mike and Tyke come in with rifles)
I'm a-takin' this prissy school-teacher, her Indian friends, and all these charming children somewhere safe.  And if you want them to stay safe you'd better stop talking about a National Park and leave us to our business of mining the gold.  Taking what there is to be took - that's progress - that's how we're building this country.
Voices from the hall (various people shouting out)
You can't do this.  Let them go.  Kidnapping's a hanging offence.  What do you want Sam?
Sam Sinister
Just listen to what I want.  Get that Indian Chief to give up power and get Surveyor Captain Lincoln Crockett to give up his meddlin'' ways.  Then you can have your friends  and children back.
(Enter Spirit Woman)

Spirit Woman
Yes fools.  There is no such thing as friendship between the Dakotas and the Palefaces. It must be war.  The ancestor spirits  put gold beneath the sacred mountain so that we could exchange it for rifles.
Today we stop dressing cowardice with a cloak of wisdom and fight.  Let the brave Dakotas follow me to glory
Sam Sinister
And let the smart palefaces follow me to gold.
Curtain
Bridge 5-6
(Enter messengers on horse and sing the messenger song with trees and mile posts being carried along past them)

Scene 6:  Prisoners in the cave
(A cave or a hut or something that can be locked up to one side.  On the other there is a space for a guard, and at the front maybe a river? - probably not.) 

(Enter the prisoners led in by Mike and followed by Tyke.  Following them is Sam Sinister.  Prisoners are Annie, Minehaha and some of the Paleface and Dakota children)
Tyke
Come on hurry.  This here is a nice place to spend the night.
Children
(complaining separately and together) We want to go home.   
I'm not staying here.

It's horrible.  etc. etc.

Annie
You've got no right to hold us here Mr Sinister.  I demand that you release us immediately.
Sam Sinister
There now Miss Annie, I could n't do that.  Why, women and children like your good selves need to be kept somewhere safe and sound if there's going to be any shooting or nastiness of that kind.  We don't want you getting hurt do we?
Annie
I demand that you release us immediately.
Sam Sinister
There, there, now.  You just have a good night's rest.  Things will seem much better in the morning.  
(Helping her in and talking to Tyke in an authoritative voice)  Lock the door for them Tyke. (Back to the smoothness)  We would n't want anyone getting in and harming them now would we?
Minehaha
(Rushing at him)  Let us go you Paleface dog.  (Before she gets to him she is restrained by Tyke).
Sam Sinister
Why Princess, sometimes I really do think you Dakotas ain't nothing but ignorant savages.  (to Tyke).  Throw her in and lock up, Tyke.
Tyke
Sure thing boss.  (He does so.)
Sam Sinister
Have a peaceful night children and ladies.  Tomorrow Mean Mine corporation will set off an explosion that will send the sacred rock plunging onto the Indian camp and that will be the end of all talk of the National Park.
Small girl
Don't worry, Lincoln Crockett will follow us here easy.
Sam Sinister
Why I sure hope he does follow us, little missy.  Because Tyke and Mike will be waiting for him right over there behind the bushes.  Ready to shoot that interferin' do-goodin' Indian lover.
(to Mike and Tyke)  Here drag that dummy guard up by the door and you two go and hide behind those bushes.
(The dummy guard is put by the door and Sam Sinister exits followed by Mike and Tyke.)

(Children mill around in the background and then start to listen in horror as Minehaha and Annie ague.)

Minehaha
Minehaha tell you Mr. Sinister is a very bad man.  Why you let him into dance?  Why you not kill him?
Annie
We can't just kill him because we don't like him.
Minehaha
So that is why we are here.  You so stupid you kind to people you don't like.  Mr Sinister is bad man.  You stupid!
Annie
Anyway Lincoln will come and rescue us.
Minehaha
Lincoln stupid!  If he come, Mike and Tyke hear him and shoot him.  Palefaces crash through forest like frightened buffalo.  Everyone hear.
Annie
Lincoln is not stupid.  He's very brave, he'll find a way to rescue us.
Minehaha
Lincoln very stupid.  He will come and be killed.  Minehaha no understand why spirits choose Lincoln for her husband.
Annie
Anyway he's not going to be your husband.  He doesn't want to be.
Minehaha
(really angry)  Spirits say husband!
Annie
We don't care about your stupid old Indian spirits.
Minehaha
Spirits not stupid.  Palefaces stupid, that's why we are prisoners.
(Minehaha turns her back on Annie.  There is silence.  After a little while the children approach them.)
Little Heaven
(To Minehaha)  Don't quarrel.  Annie is nice and we're all stuck here together.  We've got to be friends
Rosebud
(To Annie)  Annie don't be cross.  We've got to think of a way to get out
Minehaha
Children are right.  Must make best of the situation.
Annie
Yes we must.  Have you got any ideas about how we could get out Minehaha?
Minehaha
Easy to get out.  When moon rise I call bear and bear brake down doors.
Annie
But won't it hurt the children.
Minehaha
Bear is totem for Dakota.  No hurt us.
Annie

Now little ones, time to get some sleep.  When the moon rises the bear will come and we will have a long walk home through the woods.
Dancing Kitten
Quiet.  I hear a noise
Annie
I can't hear anything.
Little Friend
Shush,  Lincoln come.  I hear footsteps.
Annie
Shout for help everyone.  That way Mike and Tyke won't hear him.
All

(Not in chorus)  Help, Help.  Come here quickly.  Mike and Tyke come here.  Help!
Mike

(off)  Quiet, I want to get some sleep.
All
Help, help!
Mike
(Entering)  Shut up, pipe down.  (Comes to door and looks in as he does so Lincoln can be seen creeping up behind him)  Listen you ladies, keep those kids quiet or there's going to be some lead flying around here.  Do you understand?
(Lincoln jumps on his back.  There is a struggle and Lincoln gets him on the ground.  Then when he has seemingly triumphed Tyke comes in and jumps on him.  There is more struggling until Lincoln has beaten them both.)

Annie
Well done!  Quick get the keys they are on Mike's belt.
(Lincoln bends down to get the keys.  As he does so Sam Sinister appears behind him with a gun to cries of "Look out behind you")

Sam Sinister
Raise your hands above your head Lincoln Crockett and come with me.  (He does so).  Mike and Tyke get up.  I knew I could n't rely on you two. (Turning to prisoners)  Thank you ladies.  Now I have Lincoln nothing can stop my plans to mine the sacred mountain. (To Lincoln)  And you.  I'm going to give you to the Dakota spirit woman.  She has some plans for you, that I don't even want to think about.
(Exit Sam Sinister, Mike & Tyke and Lincoln with his hands up)

Annie
What are we going to do now.
Minehaha
We escape and then Minehaha will rescues Lincoln.
Many Blessings
But the bear won't come yet.  The moon isn't up.
Minehaha
No need for bear now.  See keys there on ground. Sister rabbit will bring them.  I call animals to help us.  Quiet let me sing to them.
(She [or someone else?] sings and the animals [rabbit, fox, & beaver] creep out slowly, eventually  sister [or brother] rabbit picks up the keys, plays with them, makes as if to run away, then hops over with them to Minehaha or maybe a Dakota child.)

Joking Spirit
Thank you sister rabbit(Minehaha opens the doors.)
Minehaha
Now go quick and follow path to town.  Brother fox will show you the path through the forest.  I go with sister rabbit and brother beaver to rescue my Lincoln.
(Curtain)
Scene 6½ :  At the beauty parlour
(Enter with a mirror in front of the curtain the beauty parlour staff Lola, Zola & Nola - comic palefaces)

Zola
Have we any appointments today Miss Lola?
Lola
Why yes Madam Zola we have four.
Nola

Four, that is the only ones we have had since we came from Paree Madame
Lola
You see, I told you business would pick up.  Who are they Zola?
Lola
They are Cowboy Georgette and the Mrs Haha - Groany Haha, Moany Haha, & Stoney Haha.
Zola

Cowboy Georgette I know.  She is a savage.  Who are these others.
Lola
(apprehensive)  They are Dakota squaws Madame.
Zola
Dakota squaws!  Ah well they will be no more savages than the inhabitants of Moosejaw.  Sometimes I wonder why I left my little Palace in Versailles to waste my art in Moosejaw.
Nola
Here they come Madame.
(Enter Moany, Groany, Stoney [and Georgette if she would like to help with the singing])

Zola
Why they are beautiful so ethnic!  So superb.  What do you want ladies
Groany
I want to be a beautiful Paleface Lady
Zola
No, no, no.  But I want to be like you.
(All sing song)
I want to be a Squaw like you
Paleface ladies
Throw away my brand new hat

Wear feathers warpaint and a plait

A leather skirt and a nice soft shoe

I want to be a squaw like you


 I do

I want to be a squaw like you.

Squaws

Wear my dress with pretty slips

Paint my cheeks and paint my lips

Wear high heels the way you do

I want to be a paleface too!


Like you

I want to be a paleface too!

Paleface ladies

Wear a cloak so warm and loose

Keep my babe in her papoose

(Enter Ma Crockett running)

Ma Crockett
Quick everyone Annie's coming home with the kids.  But that Sam Sinister has captured Lincoln.  They say that Minehaha has gone to rescue him.
All
Come on lets go and see what's happened

Scene 7:  Prisoner at the lake
(At the back a rock in the valley of a lake.  Front stage a lake (not visible but a canoe is going to come down it.  Rocks and pine trees.  Sounds of running water)

(As the curtains open Lincoln is being tied to the rock by Clyde, Hyde and Sam Sinister)

Sam Sinister
Good-bye Lincoln Crockett.  This is what the Dakotas call the Lake of Love.  It has a  perfect view of the sacred rock.  You will see the rock falling as at High Noon tomorrow as the first sign that mining has begun.  A few old rifles is all it has cost me to get my hands on the richest mine in the golden West.
Lincoln
You're not going to get away with it Sam Sinister.
Sam Sinister
Wait and see Lincoln.  Wait and see.
(To Hyde and Clyde)  Make sure these knots are tight boys, then we can leave him to the spirit woman.
Clyde
We can't do that Sam
Sam Sinister
It's part of the bargain Clyde.  She's coming here to summon up the spirits to make war on Lincoln and his friends.  Come on boys let's leave him.  We've got some mining to be done.
(Exit Clyde, Hyde & Sam Sinister.  Enter, from the other side, Spirit Woman and her cronies)

Screaming Raven
Come Spirit Woman, let us invoke the spirits of the ancestors to give us strength in battles with the Paleface invaders.
Spirit Woman
First we must cleanse the past.  This pretender here and Minehaha daughter of the old chief who would lead the Dakota away from the true path must perish.  The Paleface we have already.  I will use the power of the spirits to lure Minehaha to his side so that we can destroy them both.
Spitting Lizard
I will drug the Paleface so he will not warn her. (takes out a dish of steaming herbs and waves them beneath Lincoln's nose)  Sleep Paleface, sleep. (after a few mystic passes he does so)
Now we call on the spirits to lure Minehaha to her doom.
Spirit woman

Spirit of the rattlesnake

See the sacrifice we make

With the venom of your bite

Arm us on this dreadful night.

Spirit of the spider queen

Black widow spider, you I mean,

With your venom and your mite

Arm us on this dreadful night

Lure our victim to your lair

Trap her in a web of fear

Trap her in a web of fear.

Minehaha come.  Vanish, vanish, vanish.
(Spirit woman and cronies exit or hide. Silence and running water, then.  Enter Minehaha gliding in a canoe.  Beside her, running along the bank, are sister rabbit and brother beaver.
Minehaha
Brother beaver, sister rabbit we are at the Dakota's marriage pool.  Is this near where my Lincoln is held prisoner?
Beaver
Yes sister we are near.
Rabbit
He is there sister, I see him.  He sleeps.
Minehaha
Then wake him  I will land from the canoe.
Beaver
Take care there are bad spirits here
Rabbit
(To Lincoln who she is trying to wake with her paws)  Wake, wake.
Lincoln
Who is that?
Minehaha
It is Minehaha.
Lincoln
Have you come to rescue me?
Minehaha
Yes my Lincoln, I have followed you.
Lincoln
Take care, the Spirit Woman is close.
Beaver & Rabbit   (together)
Beware the spirit of the black widow spider, it comes to trap you.
Minehaha
Lincoln, I draw my knife and come.  We must escape quickly when you are free.
Lincoln
I am ready.
Beaver & Rabbit
Take care.
Minehaha
I come
(Minehaha walks across the stage as she nears Lincoln a net falls on her)

Spirit Woman 

(Entering and dancing above Minehaha with a knife)  

I have you in my web, I have you in my lair 

Vile Dakota traitor.  I will kill you here.

Spirit of the spider has you in its power

With fangs of spider poison over you I tower.

Minehaha 
(Struggling)  The spirits of the Dakotas will free me.  I am the chief's bridegroom, spirit woman.
Spirit Woman
Die traitor, die!
Minehaha
Help me brother beaver.  Help me sister rabbit
(they do so and she escapes from the net)
Help me Lincoln
Lincoln
I can't move Minehaha
Minehaha
Talk to the spirits Lincoln.  Tell them you will marry me and be Dakota chief.  Then spirits will send help.
Lincoln
Yes, I long to marry you Minehaha., if you will marry me.
Spirit Woman
No chance of that, for both of you will die.  Come spider spirits help me.
(She corners Minehaha who is still encumbered by the net.  Rabbit and beaver try to help but are knocked out of the way.  She is just about to plunge her knife in)  

Now I will be the chief of the Dakotas.
(There is a tremendous roaring off.  The bear spirit comes, knocks her down, claws away the ropes from Lincoln.  Goes back, picks her up and carries her off.)

Spirit Woman
(as she is carried off)  The bear spirit has taken me,  Help the bear spirit has taken me.
(Exit bear with Spirit Woman.  Cronies run off.  Minehaha is still under the net.  Lincoln comes over and helps her out)

Lincoln
Minehaha are you all right.  What happened.  Are you OK.
Minehaha
Minehaha very OK now she know her Lincoln want to do what spirits say.(Gets up.)  We must go to join the others to stop the mining. (Turns to animals)  Good-bye sister Rabbit
Rabbit
Good-bye sister Minehaha
Minehaha
Good-bye brother beaver
Beaver
Good-bye sister Minehaha
Minehaha
Come we go by canoe.  It is very beautiful beneath the moon.
Lincoln
I've never been in a canoe.
Minehaha
Minehaha show Lincoln.  Lincoln have many things to learn.
(They get in canoe and have a good time going about uncontrollably and nearly falling out.  They sing the song.  Learning on the Lake of Love.  Finally they fall in.)

Song

Learning on the Lake of Love
(Curtain or maybe curtain happens before song and song giving them time to build the new set behind? But not much room for canoeing of course)
Bridge Scene 7-8
(Enter messengers on horses and sing the messenger song with trees and mile posts being carried along past them only this time they are going in the opposite direction and the mileages to Washington are getting less instead of more)

Scene 8:  Battle at Sacred Rock
(Near the Dakota camp somewhere under the sacred rock which is now in view)

(Enter Sam Sinister followed by Tyke and Mike carrying boxes marked "Dynamite")

Sam Sinister
Put it down there.
Mike
It's not a good place boss.  If it should blow we'll have to move our of here pretty fast.
Sam Sinister
Do what I say.  We ain't got much time.  Getting the mining started before the message comes from the President, that's what matters.  Clyde and Hyde have joined with Lincoln Crockett.  We'd better act fast.
Mike
Over here boss?  (He puts down another box)
Tyke
(who has gone out again and come back)  Fuses over here Sam?
Sam Sinister
Sure.  Now Mike, I want you to take these sticks up to the rock, pack 'em in hard in the crevice underneath it and get down back here with the wires fast.  Me and Tyke will get the plunger switch fixed up while you go.
Mike
It's a long climb boss!
Sam
Right then, start climbing
(Mike exits)

(Tyke and Sam start working on the plunger.  There is a war whoop off)
Tyke
What's that?
Sam Sinister
Them Indians doin' something.  Remember they're on our side now.
(A shot rings out)

Tyke
That was something!
Sam Sinister
It was a shot, them do gooders from town have got here.  Get back behind them rocks fast.
(They do so leaving the dynamite centre stage)

Sam Sinister
We're safe here.  You keep them pinned down while I carry on getting the switch ready.  When the dynamite goes that rock will fall plum on top of them.
(Enter Lincoln, Hiawatha and the Sheriff)

Lincoln
Down everyone, they're hiding behind those rocks.
Sheriff
I'm the law around here and I've got to go in and get those varmints.  A man's got to do what a man's got to do.
Lincoln
Don't do it Sheriff
Sheriff
I'm a-going (He walks out)  The game's up Sam Sinister.  I've come to arrest you in the name of the law.
Sam Sinister
One step nearer and you're a gonner Sheriff.
Sheriff
I'm a comin'' after you Sam (a shot rings out)  Ugh, got my leg.
Sam Sinister
Good shooting Tyke.
Lincoln
Hold on Sheriff, I'm coming to get you.  (Another shot)
Sam Sinister
Get that smarmy do-gooder.
Tyke
Missed him
Sam Sinister
Never mind.  The plunger switch is set up, as soon as Tyke gets  back with the wire, we'll blow the sacred rock right down on top of those lawmen and that Indian
Lincoln
How's it feel Sheriff?
Sheriff
It's just me leg but I ain't a-goin to be much help to you boys and it ain't going to be easy to winkle them out from between them rocks.
Lincoln
The cover's OK here but there's no way of getting at them.
Sheriff
Let me have a look.  (He pokes his head up there is a shot and his hat disappears).  It don't look too good Lincoln.  Don't see any way of shifting them.
Hiawatha
(Looking up at rock)  Other miner has fixed dynamite below sacred rock, he start to come down now.
Sheriff
Ain't much time boys, better move or they'll blow the rock down on top of us.
Hiawatha
Listen!  Hiawatha hear help coming.  Hiawatha hear mighty iron horse.
Lincoln
(Looking down hall)  It's Annie and Minehaha coming on the train.  Quick create a diversion so Sam Sinister don't notice.
Hiawatha
Hiawatha dance between rocks and throw tomahawks, Lincoln and Sheriff shoot at them with guns.
(Hiawatha rushes between the rocks throwing tomahawks)
Sam Sinister
Get that Indian.   Mind the tomahawks! etc.
(Meanwhile Minehaha and Annie are coming down the aisle on the pump train)

Minehaha & Annie
(On train)  Here we come.  Yahoo!  Woo woo woo! etc.
(They reach the stage and start towards the dynamite)

Sam Sinister
(seeing them)  On your left Mike, those two girls are over there by the dynamite.
Minehaha
Quick behind the boxes.  (They hide behind the dynamite)
Sam Sinister
Shoot those girls
Tyke
The dynamite will go off boss!
Sam Sinister
Not without a fuse it won't - shoot!
Annie
Pass me a fuse.  Hold it out to me and let me light it.  (She does so)  Now run, I'll come when I'm sure it's lit.
Lincoln

(Calling)  Here we're here.  (Minehaha reaches them and hides)
Tyke
There's another one there.  I'll get her for sure
(Hiawatha rushes out to distract them and rescues Annie)

Sam Sinister
Get the Indian he's more important(More shots)
Tyke
Missed them both
Sam Sinister
Never mind here's Tyke.  Once I get those wires attached to this switch I'll send the rock down on top of them.  And that's the end of them all.
(Enter Tyke)
Mike
(Enters and sees fuse)  Help, the whole stack of dynamite's going to blow.  Run Tyke!
Sam Sinister
Here you fool give me the wires, the wires
Tyke
I'm not staying for that, the fuse has only got ten seconds to burn.  Run Mike five seconds.
Sam Sinister
Bring me the wires you fool.  Bring me the wires.
Tyke
I'm coming with you Mike.
(They both get on train and start moving down the hall.  Sam Sinister in despair runs after them

Sam Sinister
Stop, Stop,  Wait for me.  Wait for Sam Sinister)
(There is a loud explosion and a puff of confetti a few non-sacred polystyrene rocks fall on the stage The goodies come out of hiding to survey the results)

Hiawatha
They are gone.  Girls were very brave.  Are you OK Annie
Annie
Yes I'm fine thanks to that war dance you did to draw their fire.
Lincoln
It seems we're all OK except the Sheriff, he's got a flesh wound in the leg.
Sheriff
It's nothing boys.  Look here's the Chief coming with a message and it looks like those messengers have brought a flag or something.  What have you got for us Chief?
(Enter the Chief and the two messengers)

Chief
I have a proclamation here from the President of the United States.
Calamity Jane
And look what I've got.  You take this pole Annie and Hiawatha.  Lincoln, Minehaha take this one.
(They take the poles from the banner and unfurl it show the wording)

(They form a tableau the banner with the Chief in the middle,  the Sheriff  and Cowboy Georgette on either side  and the two couples on either side holding the poles.)

Sheriff
Look what it says everyone "Sacred Mountain National Park"
All

(Throwing hats in the air)  We've done it.  Hooray, we've done it.
(Curtain as they hold banner and wave their hats in the air)
Community Song
(Same as usual Home on the Range could write a set of Minstead specific words, but at the moment I think we should stick with the real ones.)
Scene 10:  At the Wedding

(After the community song there is a change of mood in the music.  The shadow pictures or whatever w use at the beginning reappear and the earth mother theme reappears.  After a while enter the chief.)

Chief

At the dawning of the wedding

I stood high upon the hilltops

Last star set among the mountains

Sun rose slowly in the valley 

All the mists dissolve around it

(Singer or singers sing all verses the people named just dance)
