	(Overture ends with some sort of a dramatic crescendo.  Curtain opens on the Haka dancers standing still and dramatically lit.  The Story teller marches down the centre of the hall.  As the story teller reaches the stage the Haka dramatically begins)

(At the end of the Haka the Story Teller advances to the chief dancer and greets him)

	Chief Dancer
	I am chief Zangi of the Blue Sea Islands, my mountain is Fire mountain my river Sweet water.

	Story Teller
	I am the chief story teller of the Southern Ocean, my Island is Aotearoa (Owteearoer) my mountain, Aoraki (Owraki), my river, Te Moeka o Tuawe.

I come to lead you as you tell the story of your Islands. But first we must have the welcome song for it celebrates the beauty of your islands.

	Song 1
	WELCOME SONG

	
	(The next bit is a sort of ritual chant.  All sit around the storyteller)

	Story teller
	And now the story of your islands

	All
	Tell us, tell us, the story of our islands

	Storyteller
	I will tell the story of Princess Haukea who is called Snow White

	All
	Tell us, tell us of Snow White

	Storyteller
	I will tell, and this is the one who shall be Snow White.  (The storyteller points to Snow White who comes and joins him at the centre)
It is the story too of Robinson who sailed to you from a far Island

	All
	Tell us, tell of Robinson

	Storyteller
	I will tell.  And this is the one who will be Robinson.

It is the story of the wicked Queen

	All
	Tell us, tell us of the wicked Queen

	Wicked Queen
	 (stands up and tries to take over the story from the storyteller.)
I am the Queen, though wicked I am not.  I am the fairest in the Island.  I am the cleverest.  Tell me why I should not be queen.

	Storyteller
	A queen should be the wisest.  A queen should be the one who thinks of others not herself.   It is your selfishness that has made you wicked.  But enough.  We will begin the story where it starts.

Come here the good king and the good queen.  The others make a bigger circle so the story can unfold.

	
	The good King and Queen come forward.  Others leave the stage

	Storyteller
	Listen as the good King and the good Queen talk of their Islands

	Good Queen
	Is it not beautiful, husband?  Our island is beautiful, with the snow white on the mountain top and the sea so dark and deep.

	Good King
	Make a wish my queen, as the sun goes behind the mountain top, for they say that such wishes come true.

	Good Queen
	You know my wish.  I wish for a daughter.  A daughter whose eyes will be as rich and dark as the forest pools and whose smile will be as bright as the snow on the mountain tops.  (or eyes as blue as our blue sea if that is the case!)

	
	(King and Queen walk off.  Storyteller takes over)

	Storyteller
	And soon her wish came true and a beautiful baby was born.

And the king wanted her called Princess Haukea.  But the Queen said no for she had dreamt that one day her daughter would marry a man from a far country where they spoke a different language and so they called her “Snow White” which is "Haukea" in the language of the English sailors.

Then Snow White grew until she could smile and crawl.  But then the good Queen got a terrible illness and died.

And Snow White and the good king wept tears of bitterness.

	Wicked Queen
	(taking over the story again)  And I?  I laughed with happiness for I knew my moment had come..
I cast a spell on the King so he could not resist me and soon I was queen of the islands.  Only Snow White stood in my path, for the king loved his daughter dearly.  I knew that in the end she must go
Each day I worked on my beauty, and each day I grew more beautiful..

	Storyteller
	And each day she would go to the magic pool and say ...

	Wicked Queen
	Spirit of pool and waterfall

Living midst the rocks so tall

Who is fairest of them all?

	Storyteller
	And the spirit would answer

	Spirit of pool
	In all the Islands of the sea

and all the oceans in between

you are most beautiful - O Queen

	Storyteller
	And the queen would laugh and return to her room and each day to do her exercises so she would become more beautiful still.  And Snow White would watch her.  (Baby Snow White crawls on and starts watching)

	Wicked Queen

Wicked Queen (contd)
	(The queen turns so that she faces the edge of the stage and we can see her bottom as she does squatting exercises)

(She sort of sings to herself)

Up two three,

Down two three

Nobody's as beautiful

As beautiful as me

Oh these Sumo squats are so good for toning the posterior

Up two, three,

Down two, three. etc.

	
	(meanwhile, baby Snow white who has been watching her, extracts the oversized pin from her nappy and crawls up to the queen and places it carefully under her bottom.  The queen eventually does a very deep squat and pricks herself badly and screams.)

	Wicked Queen
	Ouch! Ouch!  My posterior.  (Turns round and sees Snow White)  YOU!!

It's you - you disgusting little brat.  I will have you banished from the palace and you must work in the kitchen.  I'll get my hairbrush to your backside.

	
	(Snow White crawls away in triumph as the wicked queen chases her off tripping up over something that Snow White has left behind)

	Storyteller
	(Picking up the story)  And Snow White worked in the kitchen and every day grew more beautiful.    (the main Snow White now needs to be pointed out by the Storyteller and paraded across the stage somehow) 
One day when the queen visited the magic pool....

	Wicked Queen
	Spirit of pool and waterfall

Who dwells amidst the rocks so tall

Who's the fairest of them all?

	Spirit
	Of all the islands in the seas

And all the oceans in between

There's many a fair one to be seen

But all know that the fairest sight

Is young and beautiful Snow White



	Queen
	Snow White!  Snow White!  (to herself)  I had forgotten about that little brat.

(to spirit)   Dare you say she is more beautiful than me?

	Spirit
	I speak only the truth, oh queen.

	Queen
	Then Snow White must die.  I will send for one of my fishermen and he will take her to the great whirlpool of Tangaroa the sea monster.  And the foolish child will tragically fall into the pool..

Snow white will be eaten by Tangaroa and I will still be the fairest of them all.

	
	Queen exits screaming with laughter.  
Curtain.


Bridge 1-2:  Storyteller tells what's happening
	Storyteller
	And so the wicked queen has acted to destroy Snow White and sent the honest fisherman Toriki out with the task of throwing her to the sea god Tangaroa


Scene 2:  Battle with Tangaroa the Sea God Monster

	
	Curtain opens on a beautiful seascape with an island with a volcano at the back.  This is Fire Island where Snow White will be left at the end of the scene.

The fisherman and Snow White are in the canoe.  Snow White is happy and overwhelmed by the beauty.  Fisherman is plainly anxious and does not want to talk.

	Snow White
	Oh Toriki, Toriki, thank you for taking me fishing.  It is so exciting and it's so beautiful.  Our own Home Island looks so small and sweet.  And now we are close I can get a good view of Fire Island.

Do you not think it is beautiful?

	Toriki
	I have seen it many times before.

	Snow White
	But just look at the sun on the waves.

	Toriki
	I have to think of the fish ... and my job.

	Snow White
	If you are thinking of the fish, then we should follow those dolphins.  Isn't that the way to find the best fish?

	Toriki
	Sometimes.  But today there is another plan.

	
	(short silence as the boat moves on)

	Snow White
	The sea is strange here Toriki.  My friends say that this is the whirlpool of Tangaroa and that Fire Island is taboo and full of strange animals.

Why are we sailing this way Toriki?

	Toriki
	Today I have a special job for the Queen.

	Snow White
	Oh the Queen.  Do you see her often?  Do you know if she is still angry with me?

	Toriki

Toriki (contd)
	I do not wish to talk of it.

Here, make yourself useful.  Start pulling in those lines across the stern.  Take this knife and cut off any seaweed that is tangled in them.

(Snow White takes the knife and turns away.  Meanwhile she turns to the audience.)

I cannot do it.  I cannot throw her to Tangaroa and certain death.  She is a friend to my own daughter.  What will the gods do to me if I kill her?

But if I do not, I know the queen will kill my own family.  All of them.

If I can get her to stand in the canoe then Tangaroa will reach for her.  That is the plan.  Then it is Tangaroa not me.  Not me.
(to Snow White)

Snow White, come here my dear.  I need to teach you how to stand in a canoe.

	Snow White
	I dare not do it.  How do I start?

	Toriki
	Just put your two legs apart, feel the movement of the sea and stand like this.

	
	(She does so and is grabbed by a tentacle from Tangaroa)

	Toriki
	It's Tangaroa.  Help me Snow White help me

	
	(There is a tremendous battle maybe with a stuffed toy or something.  Shouts of "I'm drowning" and so forth.  Snow White gets her knife and starts attacking Tangaroa.  In the end she cuts off a tentacle - (presumably already in the boat) and waves it in the air.  Horrible groan from Tangaroa.  Toriki surfaces and stands up.)

	Snow White
	Are you safe Toriki?  We are near the shore.  Are you safe?  Here I have cut off a tentacle from Tangaroa.

	Toriki
	I am safe, but you are not.  The Queen sent me here to drown you.  Out of the boat quick.  I will take the tentacle of Tangaroa and tell the Queen Tangaroa took you under the water and that was the last I saw.  Leave quickly Snow White before I change my mind.

You are brave and beautiful and you do not deserve to die.

	
	(Snow White gets out of the boat and  comes in front of the curtain which closes behind her)

	Snow White
	Oh, I am alone on Fire Island.  What am I to do?  The island is taboo and the queen will kill me if she knows that I am alive

	
	(Suddenly enter Tangaroa)

	Tangaroa
	You have won a battle with me Princess Snow White and I will protect you from the wicked Queen.  I will draw a mist over the island so the spirit of the pool will not know you live.

But Snow White you are my prisoner.  If another come to help you the mist will go and the queen will know you live.  Then she will come herself to kill you and you will have to defend yourself.

Goodbye.  Snow White  (Exits)

	
	 (Snow White is alone for a moment)

	Snow White
	What will I do, what will I do?  (She bursts into tears)

	
	(On flutter the Birds of Paradise)

	Bird 1
	Come with us snow White we will help you.

	Other birds
	Yes we will help you.  Come with us.   (Not chorally just all say it in their own time)

	
	(Exit Snow White and birds.  Enter Storyteller)

	
	

	Storyteller
	And so Snow White is banished to Fire Island and safe from the Queen while she remains alone

The wicked Queen is happy on Home Island believing she is still the fairest of them all.  But meanwhile help is on its way from the far off land of England.  It is the brave and handsome Robinson Crusoe on a solo voyage around the world.  But Robinson is not the first to arrive at the island.  His mother Ma Crusoe is already here brought in luxury on a swift cruise liner.

Ma Crusoe is a woman of large heart and small brain.  There is a saying that a good heart means more than much learning.  Ma Crusoe may lead you to doubt whether the old saying is true.


Scene 3:  Captured by Cannibals

	
	(Enter Ma Crusoe followed by the pantomime cow Ermintrude.  Ma C has an arrow through her hat and is carrying her high heeled shoes.  She is out of breath and almost running)

	Ma Crusoe
	Come along Ermintrude.  I think we're safe from those cannibals now.

	Ermintrude
	Mooo.

	Ma Crusoe
	At last I can put my high heels on again.  They make you feel so much better, don't they ladies?  Though they're a bit awkward when you are running away from cannibals on a volcano.

(Puts on shoes)  Just take this arrow out of my hat.  That's better.  I'm sure I look very elegant again now, don't I Ermintrude?

	Ermintrude
	(loud farting noise)  

	Ma Crusoe
	Stop that at once you're a very rude girl !!  

Well, let me tell you why we are here.  It's that silly son of mine Robinson.  He set off on a round the world sailing trip and do you know who he left mooing on the quayside at Lymington? 

	Ermintrude
	Moo (mournfully)

	Ma Crusoe
	Yes he left his pet cow Ermintrude.  Well how could he expect to get milk for his cocoa every night if he didn't take a cow?  So stupid!  Must come from his father's side of the family.

	Ermintrude 
	Moo

	Ma Crusoe
	Well we came out here to meet him on a luxury cruise liner.  Oh it's been wonderful.

The romantic moonlight over the ocean, dancing under the tropical stars and the meals at the captain's table.

Oh they were so imaginative with Ermintrude's special diet.  She had an hors d'oeuvre of grass, then grass soup, then a fish course of sea grass, then an entree of roasted fillet of grass with grass salad then what was it for sweet Ermintrude?

	Ermintrude
	Moo moo moo moo

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh yes, (as if she understood) goujons of grass with a coulee of liquidised lawn mowings.  Delicious.

We had a bit of a problem with Ermintrude because they don't allow any pets only guide dogs.  And Ermintrude can't bark.

	Ermintrude 
	Mooo

	Ma Crusoe
	But Ermintrude is a very special cow.  She comes in half.  Show them Ermintrude.  And each half can walk about on two legs just like a person.

	
	(Ermintrude does so amidst much mooing etc)

	Ma Crusoe
	I call this half (points to front) Ermint because her likes mints, don't you dear?  (hands her a packet of polo which cow puts in her mouth)

And I call this half "Rude".  Because all she does is make rude noises.

	Rude
	Turns back to audience and omits a loud fart.

	Ma Crusoe
	Stop that at once I told you not to do it in front of the audience.

	Rude
	(emits a softer rather shamefaced fart)

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh it was all so friendly and we had a wonderful time.  Each one of us got proposed to.

I got proposed to twice.

	Ermint
	Moo, moo, moo

	Ma Crusoe
	And Ermint got proposed to three times and even Rude got one proposal.  Though the man was over a hundred and walked around with a white cane.

	Rude
	(indignant faring noise)

	
	(An arrow or spear or something clatters onto the stage.)  

	Ma Crusoe
	Quick pull yourself together Ermintrude.  The cannibals are coming.

	
	(Ermintrude gets together quickly.  Meanwhile enter the Hellawi tribe headed by Chief Sub Chief, and Witch Doctor

Chief approaches Ma Crusoe sticks out his tongue as they do a very short Haka type dance and says)

	Chief
	Where the Hell are we?

	Ma Crusoe
	(Looks at Ermintrude perplexed)  Is he lost or something?

	Chief
	(a bit more like)We're the Hellawi! (but still sounding like the question)

	Ma Crusoe
	How do you expect me to know where the hell you are?  You're the natives round here.  I'm going to ask you the same.  Where the hell are we?

	Sub Chief
	NO - We're the Hellawi

	Ma Crusoe
	I don't know where you are I'm lost too!. Tell me "Where the hell are we?"

	Witch doctor
	NO. We're the Hellawi.  You stupid white tourist woman.

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh these natives.  I just don't know what to do with them.

	Chief
	We big Hellawi tribe hunters.  Hellawi tribe hunt cow.

	Sub chief
	We eat cow for supper.  We make big feast for you.

	Ermintrude
	Mooooo

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh did you hear that Ermintrude?  They're going to make a big feast for us.  But you can't eat Ermintrude she's a pet.

We'd love a feast but you can't eat Ermintrude.  Didn't you catch anything else on your hunt?

	
	(Hellawi leaders huddle and talk among themselves)

	Witch doctor
	Also we catch is long pig.  (pointing at her)

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh long pig that sounds lovely.  Doesn't it Ermintrude?

	Ermintrude
	Moo, - er , moo, moo

	Ma Crusoe
	"Better than cow?" did you say.  Oh yes much better

	
	(Hellawi leaders huddle again.  This time the audience can hear them)

	Witch Doctor
	We can't eat her.  The good king outlawed it.  The Queen would have our guts for garters.

	Sub chief
	Maybe nobody would notice.

	Witch D
	Spirit of pool would know and tell Queen.

	Chief
	I've an idea.  We have some fun pretending we are going to eat her then, at last minute, we substitute vegetarian option.

	Sub Chief
	Vegetarian option!  Oh no!

	Chief
	We still have fun pretending.

	Witch doctor
	(to Ma Crusoe)  You sure you want traditional Hellawi dish.  You want long pig?

	Ma Crusoe
	Oooh traditional Hellawi dish.  That will be something to talk about when I go to Women on Wednesdays.  Make a change from parking problems!  Long pig - yes please!

	Chief
	OK boys truss up the long pig.

	
	(The Hellawi start to tie up Ma Crusoe as she screams)

	Ma Crusoe
	Help, help don't eat me.  I'm not tasty at all etc etc

	
	(Curtain)


Bridge 3 to 4

	Storyteller
	And so poor Ma Crusoe is carried off thinking she is going to be the next meal for the Hellawi tribe.

Meanwhile on Fire Island the birds of paradise have led Snow White to safety.  They have stood guard over her through the night and are going to leave her sleeping near the home of the Fire Island monkeys who rule this land where no human has set foot before Snow White arrived.


Scene 4:  Snow White finds friends
Curtain opens on a beautiful beach scene with Palm trees and a volcano in the distance.  There is a rock on which Snow White is sleeping - she has to be raised up so the audience can see her.  Behind is the house of the monkeys which could be very sweet.  Round Snow White are the birds of paradise who have been guarding her all night.
	Song 2
	ISLAND SUNRISE



	Bird of Paradise 1
	Goodbye Snow White.  You will be safe here.

	Bird of Paradise 2
	We left you by the house of the monkeys.  They are silly things and they can't fly.  But they will take care of you.

	Birds of Paradise 3
	Goodbye Snow White.  We love you.

	
	(Snow White is left alone on the stage with suitable music for a short while.  She stirs in her sleep when the birds leave but does not wake.)

Enter the two smallest monkeys, Cheery and Cheeky.  They walk warily as they have got out of bed to go on a morning adventure.

	Cheery
	I've got a good stick, Cheeky.  We'll be able to dig some good mussels with this.

	Cheeky
	Ssshh. Cheery, you'll wake up the others.  We must get there first to get the good ones.  I couldn't find my stick, Mischief had hidden it so I too hers.

	Cheery
	She tried to trick you - but you tricked her.  Come on ...

	
	(They start to creep across the stage.  Suddenly Cheeky sees Snow White asleep on the rock)

	Cheeky
	(shouting)  Look what's that?

	Cheery
	Ssshhh - it's just a pile of old rags washed up by the sea.

	Cheeky
	No it's an animal - it's a monster.

	Cheery
	It's just a bundle of old rags.  Look I'll poke it.

	Cheeky
	Be careful - it might be a monster.

	
	(Cheery pokes it.  Snow White stirs in her sleep and and makes a groaning nose)

	Cheery
	It's alive.  Quick it's alive.  Go and tell the others.

	Cheeky
	It's alive.  It's a monster.  Quick.  Help!  Help!

	
	(they run back to their house calling the others)

	Cheery
	Mozart, Einstein, Moody.  Wake up there's a monster on the beach.

	Cheeky
	Einstein, Mischief, Dancer, Jumpy.  There's a monster.  We've found a monster. Wake up!

	Mozart
	Dancer, bring a net.  We may need to capture it.

	Moody
	It's just a load of old rags washed up onto the beach.  I'm going back to bed. (but he doesn't)

	Cheery
	It's a monster.  I poked it and it moved.

	Mozart
	There are no such things as monsters.  Einstein will tell you.  But we must stay back.

	Einstein
	There are definitely no such things as monsters.

	Cheeky
	But it's alive.

	Einstein
	Moody, go and poke it, see if it is alive.

	Moody
	No.  You go.

	Einstein
	Well we can't risk sending me.  I'm the intelligent one.

	Jumpy
	I'll do it.  I can run fastest.

	Others
	(giving advice to Jumpy)  Be careful.  Don't poke it too hard.  Get ready to run etc.

	
	(Jumpy creeps over and gives Snow White another poke)

	Snow White
	(Half waking)  Go away.  Leave me alone.  I'm tired.

	
	(All monkeys start back in alarm)

	Mozart
	It is alive.  Quick everyone get the net.

	
	(They all pick up the net and prepare to run and put it over Snow White.)

	Mozart
	1 - 2 - 3 - Now

	
	(At the signal they all run and get the net over Snow White)

	Snow White
	(Waking up and screaming)  Help!  Help!  Take it off me.  What's happening?

	Einstein
	Ignore her monkeys.  Hold the net tight while I examine her.

	
	(The monkeys hold the net down while Einstein walks round examining her.  Snow White - realising she can't escape - watches Einstein in amazement.)

	Dance
	What is it Einstein?  Is it really a monster?

	Snow White
	Let me go!  

	Einstein
	No it is not a monster.  It is a rare specimen of what is known as a "Payson", no, no the word is "Posun".   I tell a lie, it is "Postman".  It is a rare specimen of "postman."

	Dancer
	Tell us about Postmans, Einstein.

	Einstein
	Well postmans are a very rare and primitive form of monkey.  They are quite unable to speak.

	Snow White
	I'm a person.  The word you want is "person".  Let me out of this net you stupid monkey.

	Einstein
	(continuing unabashed)   Now a postman can be an excellent mimic like a parrot and of course they respond to the tone of your voice.  Now watch me as I show you how to deal with a postman.
(Assumes a voice as if speaking to a dog)

There's a lovely postman then.  What a lovely postman.  Let me just stroke your beautiful fur.  We're going to build you a lovely cage.  (he starts to stroke her hair)

	Snow White
	Stop touching me!  And let me out.  I'm not a pet and I understand every work that you say.  I'm a person.  I'm a girl.

(She bursts into tears)

Oh it's horrible.  First someone tries to drown me then I have to fight with a sea monster and then I'm marooned on Fire Island which everyone says is taboo because there are strange little men there.

And now I’m trapped in a net by a group of monkeys.
(She sobs)

	Mozart
	Look Einstein you've made her cry.  We must take the net off and start being nice to her.  She is our guest.  Come on everyone help me take the net away.

	
	(Murmurs of assent as they remove the net)

	Mozart
	Cheeky, Dancer, you go and gt me a banana and a drink for the monster.
(To Snow White)

You can understand me can't you?

	Snow White
	Of course I can!

	Woof (slightly mournful) 

	Robinson
	Oh I know you miss going out for walkies (at the word Friday perks up).

 But we won't be sailing forever and I would be so lonely without you.

	Friday
	(Snuggles up to Crusoe)  Woof, woof woof.

	Robinson
	And look we're sure to go the right way.  We have a whole shed-load of electronic equipment.  We have a DPS and a PBS and a whole lot of other things with initials.  And an iPhone 6 and we've got a whole locker full of these Medical Emergency at Seas kits supplied by that nice Spike Briggs.

	Voice of on loud speaker 1r
	Other brands of seaborne medical emergency kit may be available.

	Voice of on loud speaker 2 Wendy
	For Product Placement in our pantomimes, contact Acres Down Farm Shop.

	Voice 1
	Other farm shops may be available

	Voice 2
	Not while I'm in charge there won't be.

	Robinson

	Hm, a dog dancing gangnam style, (Friday Woof, woof, woof) Not again Friday !..., a baby playing the double bass.  Oh this looks good.  It's the Minstead Maids singing "It's Robinson for me" (or whatever they want to sing) and before that they talk with their new sponsor Mc Burgers about healthy eating.   Let's try that.

	(does a gangnam style dance and woofs).  Woof, woof, woof

	Robinson

	(There is a little flashing and the Minstead Maids walk in on the sea and prepare to perform.

	They make themselves ready to sing but before they do they are followed by Cruella de Burger, the PA to the CEO of McBurgers)

	(claps her hands for attention) OK girls (and boys??).  Look this way please!  I have two minutes to make sure you are on Mcmessage for your $1,000,000 sponsors the McBurger chain. - Home of healthy eating.

	I'm almost at the beach.

	Tangaroa
	Suddenly rising up in front of Robinson)  No Robinson you must fight me before you set foot on Fire Island.  (He hooks a tentacle around Robinson's leg and starts to pull him back into the sea.)

	
	(Curtain opens during this speech to reveal Tangaroa)

	Robinson's
	Help me, help me Friday.  Something has my leg and it is pulling me back into the sea.  I'm drowning.  I'm drowning!

	
	(Robinson struggles but it is plain that he is being pulled back into the sea.  Suddenly two monkeys, Cheeky and Mozart come on running)

	Cheeky
	Look, look.  Something is happening there are two new animals on the beach.

	Mozart
	One of them is another person and it is being dragged back into the sea by Tangaroa.  Get Snow White and the others.  I'll go and try to help.

	
	(Cheeky runs towards the monkey's house.  Mozart goes and grabs Robinson's hand but it is no use)

	Mozart
	Hold my hand and pull.  Pull!

	
	(The other monkeys come piling on)

	Mozart
	Help me, help me.  Pull!  Get in a line and pull.

	
	(The monkeys get in a line behind Mozart and pull.  At first they seem to be winning but then Tangaroa pulls Crusoe back.  Again it is clear that Tangaroa will win at any minute)

	Mozart
	We can't do it.  Where's Snow White?

	Jumpy
	She was cooking.  Here she is.  (Enter Snow White with her cooking knife)

	Moody
	It's Tangaroa, Snow White.  He's trying to drag this person into the sea.  Help us.

	
	(Snow White goes up to Tangaroa and confronts him)

	Snow White
	Release this man Tangaroa!

	Tangaroa
	I will not.  I have beaten him in a fair fight and he is mine.  I do it only to protect you Snow White.

	Snow White
	Release him, I say.  Do not forget I am a princess.  It is I who decide who comes to Fire Island.

	Tangaroa
	I will not

	Snow White
	Release him or I will cut another of your tentacles.  Is not one enough?

	Tangaroa
	If I release him, he will land on your island and I will no longer be able to protect you from the wicked queen.

	Snow 
	I am a princess. I decide who belongs on this island.

	Tangaroa
	Very well.  But when the wicked queen comes, you will be sorry.

	Snow White
	Go Tangaroa release this man and go.

	
	(Suddenly Robinson is released and the monkeys pull him up the beach and fall down in a heap around him and each other.

Mozart emerges from the heap after briefly examining Crusoe)

	Mozart
	(to Snow White) He is breathing just breathing, but he will not open his eyes.

	Snow White
	Let me see. (she clears the monkeys away and examines him)  He is unconscious.  Sit him up so he can breathe more easily.  

Now all you monkeys must leave.  The spirits have told me that he will help me defeat the wicked queen.  But I must be the first person he sees on waking.

Mozart, Einstein.  Take hold of Cheeky and Cheery and Mischief and don't let them out of your sight.  Come on everyone time to go.  We will let time and the magic of the island bring this man back to life.

	
	(Exit Snow White and monkeys., and Dog Friday leaving Robinson  stage

	(Probably curtains remain open at this point but the Storyteller enters with Dog Friday)


Scene 7: Robinson meets Snow White
(Curtains probably do not close.  Robinson remains on stage)

	
	(Enter Storyteller . Friday runs up to storyteller wagging her tail)

	Hello Friday.  Are you wondering what's happening?

	Friday
	ye-es

	Storyteller
	Well it must be strange for you.  You've been shipwrecked on Fire Island but everything is going to be OK.  Robinson will be all right in a few minutes.

When he wakes up, he's going to meet Snow White.  She's a princess but she's in danger.  See over there - there's another island that is much bigger than this one.

	Woof woof 

	Storyteller
	That's called Home Island and it's where most of the people live.  On that Island is a wicked queen and she is very jealous of Snow White.  The Queen wants to stay young and beautiful forever but she is growing old and she wants to be the most beautiful and powerful person of all and the only way she can is to kill Snow White.

	Friday
	Woof woof woof (excited and terrified barkings)

	Storyteller
	Don't worry.  Snow White will be all right in the end.  But the wicked Queen has got to find a way to get to this island.  Shall I tell you how she'll do it?

	Friday
	Woof

	Storyteller
	Well you know Robinson's mother and Ermintrude the pet cow?

	Friday
	Woof, woof, woof

	Storyteller
	Yes you live with them don't you Friday!  Well they are over on Home Island as well.  Ma Crusoe has come to meet you and Robinson.  Well the wicked queen is going to pretend to be a friend of Ma Crusoe and that is how she'll come here and then she'll try and kill Snow White.

But you and Robinson are going to save her.

So that's all you need to know.  Now be a good boy, now and go and wake up Robinson.

Goodbye.    (Storyteller pats the dog and exits)

	
	(Friday goes over to Robinson who is sitting up propped up by a rock and pokes him with his nose.  Robinson stirs into life.)

	Oh ... what is it.  Oh it's you Friday.  What's happened, I thought I was drowned.  Everything flashed in front of me and I dreamt that something was pulling on my leg and that I was going back into the sea.  Then you were pulling on me and so were some other animals.  Then it all went black.

(Strokes Friday)  Oh it's so good to have you Friday.  Thank you for helping me.

	Woof

	Robinson's
	Yes I thought a whole line of monkeys were helping you pull me out.  That can't be true.

	Woof, woof woof (and shakes his head)

	Robinson's
	We must be on Fire Island.  That's one of the last uninhabited islands in the Friendly chain.  Apparently everyone thinks its taboo because of the volcano.

(there is a loud volcano rumbling)
That sounds a bit ominous.

Do you think we are really alone, Friday.​?

	Friday
	Woof woof (he runs excitedly to the place on the beach where the monkeys and Snow white pulled Robinson up)  Woof, woof woof.

	Robinson 
	Have you found something Friday.  Let's see what it is.

Yes there are a whole lot of footprints.  They're very small.  Look like monkey footprints.  That's strange.  I must have seen them after all.

	
	(Friday goes to another footprint and gets even more excited woofing away like crazy)

	Friday 
	Woof woof woof

	
	(At this point Snow White enters and stands at the back holding a garland of flowers)

	Robinson 
	Yes, good boy Friday you have found something. It's a person.  Looks like a girl.  Maybe we are not alone after all.

	
	(Snow White steps forward to Robinson holding the garland of flowers.)

	Snow White
	Welcome to Fire Island.  The spirits have sent you to help me.

	
	(Robinson steps back a little in surprise and does not at first accept the garland)

	Robinson
	This is like some kind of dream or a computer game or something.  I'm shipwrecked on an island that all the books and charts say is uninhabited and I am greeted by a girl with a garland asking for my help.

What's happening?  Who are you?

	Snow White
	I am Princess Snow White.  I have been banished here by my wicked stepmother.

The spirits have sent you to save me.  I have already seen you in my dreams.  What is your name?

	Robinson 
	I am Robinson, Robinson Crusoe.

	Snow White
	Welcome, Robinson Crusoe.  (She puts the garland round his neck)  Will you help me, Robinson Crusoe?

	Robinson 
	(confused)  I don't know.  I don't understand what is happening.  Why do you need help?

	Snow White
	(pointing)  That is home Island and the queen has sworn that she will kill me.

Please say you will help me.

	
	(Friday goes up to Robinson puts his paw or nose against him and barks.)

	Robinson 
	Yes, all right Friday.  I am going to help her.  I set out from home seeking an adventure and now an adventure has found me.

Yes I promise to help you as well as I can Princess Snow White.

	Snow White
	That promise is enough, Robinson Crusoe.

	Song 6 :

	(curtain)


Bridge 7/8

	Storyteller
	And so Snow White and Robinson have decided that they must join together and defy the Wicked Queen.  Meanwhile back on Home Island Ma Crusoe is still expecting that she may soon become part of a cannibal feast.  But surprisingly she does not seem too worried.


Scene 8:  The Cannibal Feast

	
	(Back on Home Island at the magic pool.  A large cook pot is set up behind and Ma Crusoe and Ermintrude are tied to it.  Despite everything Ma Crusoe is looking confident)

	Well I don't care if they do eat me.  I've got one of these wonderful medical emergency at sea kits and I'll just take the appropriate tablets after the event and voila I'll be cured.  Simples.

	Ermintrude'
	Moo, moo, moo

	Ma Crusoe
	Well it's obvious.  The two most popular emergencies at sea are, one being eaten by sharks and two, being eaten by cannibals.  So I'm bound to be OK.

	Ermintrude
	Moo, moo (very urgently)

	Ma Crusoe
	Of course I've read the label.  I always do what a doctor tells me.

	Ermintrude 
	(insistently) Mo, moo mo moooo!

	Ma Crusoe
	All right I will read to the end then.  Just listen .  "Suitable for all ages.  Keep out of the reach of children and cows" - that means you - and then the usual stuff about taking after meals.  Listen "Tablets may not be effective if the patient has previously been eaten by sharks or cannibals"

Help.  I've been cheated.  This isn't going to be any use at all.  What are we going to do Ermintrude?  We must escape.

	Ermintrude 
	Moo.  Moo.

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh I know.  If you just come in half again your rope will fall off and then you can undo me and we will escape.

	
	(Ermintrude does so and the rope falls off her middle)

	Ma Crusoe
	Now untie me quick.  (She holds out her rope)

	
	(Ermint and Rude try to untie her with their feet)

	Ma Crusoe
	Use your hands you stupid things you'll never do it that way.

	Rude
	If we use our hands it may destroy the illusion that we are a real cow.

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh for goodness sake, get on with it.  (they do so)
Free at last!  Now we must find an escape route.  You go that way (to Ermint) and you go that way (to Rude) I'll stay here and keep watch.   When you've found the best way come back here and tell me. 

(Exit Rude and Ermint at opposite sides of stage)
Now you people sitting out there doing nothing can help me here.  If any of those nasty cannibals comes round, You'll all shout "There's a cannibal behind you".  You will won't you.

	Audience
	Yes

	Ma Crusoe
	What?  I didn't hear you!  Now you'll tell me if anyone comes up behind me won't you?  You'll all shout "There's a cannibal behind you",  won't you?

	Audience
	Yes!!

	Ma Crusoe
	That's better.  Now while the others are looking for escape routes and you are watching out for cannibals, I'm going to carry on knitting..  Look they are some nice bed socks for Ermintrude.

	
	(As she knits, the Witch Doctor enters and starts creeping up behind her)

	Audience
	There's a cannibal behind you!

	
	(Witch doctor hides as Ma Crusoe turns round)

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh no there isn't!

	
	(This goes through the usual cycle of

1. The same thing happens again

2. The Witch doctor creeps right up behind then shuffles round so Ma Crusoe cannot see him.

3. Finally witch doctor puts her hand on her shoulder and says "Gotcha" and she screams.)

	Witch Doctor
	No one escape from the terrible Hellawi.  No we eat you twice.

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh no please only once.  I hate cold cuts!  .

	
	(meanwhile Ermint and Rude are brought in from either side)

	Chief
	Place prisoners in pot.  They will not escape from that.

	Sub chief
	When we tell them it's a joke?

	Chief 
	When we have sung the feasting song.

	Chief
	Wait, is the year 2013?

	Witch Doctor
	Yes.  Very unlucky year 2013.

	Chief
	No very lucky year.  It is 25 years since famous composer Marian Young started writing music for Minstead Pantomimes.

	Sub chief
	How we celebrate?

	Chief
	We invite her on stage to sing famous feasting song from old pantomime of many centuries ago written by Marian.

	Sub chief
	That will make her very proud and happy.  Then what we do?

	Witch Doctor
	Then we eat her.

	Sub chief
	Will that make her proud and happy too?

	Witch Doctor
	Yes very.  She always says, "I want to share my talent with Minstead children."  And, after delicious meal, everyone has a bit of Marian's talent.

	Sub chief
	I go and ask her

	
	(sub chief goes down)

	Sub chief
	Marian.  You want to come onto stage and be eaten?

	Marian
	No, no

	Sub chief
	(to Chief)  Marian say "No"

	Witch Doctor
	Tell her "not very sporting."  Tell her great insult to Hellawi tribe.

	Marian
	No I will not be eaten (or whatever she feels like)

	Chief
	Ask her to only sing then.  Ask her to join us in community feasting song.

	Song 7:
	Various people are added to or appear in the pot and sing.  Sure to be in the pot are Ma Crusoe, Ermintrude (in two halves), maybe Cruella, maybe "volunteers" from audience

WOT A LOT IN A POT

(After song Sub Chief looks into the distance and is very alarmed)

	Sub Chief
	Quick, quick. Wicked queen is coming and she looks very angry.  Very, very angry.

	Chief
	Quick everyone - hide the pot and run.  Wicked queen very angry!

	Spirit of pool and waterfall

Far seeing spirit that knows all

Tell me what the gods’ desire.

What means the cloud on the Isle of Fire?

	Spirit
	It marks a time that's wild and strange

For all things are about to change

The gods of sea and earth now bring

A man from far who would be king.

	Wicked Queen
	A new king?  Then I will cast a spell on him.  He will taste one of my magic apples and then he will marry me.

Tell me spirit, who will this new king wed?

	Spirit
	He'll wed the fairest in the land.

	Queen
	(assuming it she is the fairest)  And how can I meet him

	His mother is already here

On Fire Island Snow white and Robinson know that the Queen will come.  They have posted sentries to watch for her.  But meanwhile Robinson and the monkeys are having fun cooking with Snow White.


Scene 9:  Showdown on Fire Island

	(Back on fire Island in front of the Monkey's house,  A long table is set out and Snow White and the monkeys, Robinson and Dog Friday are standing behind it.  They sing the Coconut Bread song.

The song ends with a food fight with chases around the audience and ingredients being spilled.

First time round Snow White leads it, second time Round Mischief Monkey thinks of the plan to dump it on her neighbour.  Soon everyone follows particularly Robinson with Snow White)

(Picks up the one remaining unspilled bowl)  At least we've got one bowl that hasn't gone all over the beach.  Put it safely up here.  And the rest of you sweep up the mess.

	Cheeky
	Look, look over there, there is somebody coming.  And there's another strange animal.

	Robinson 
	Gosh it looks like a cow.  It's a bit like Ermintrude.

	
	(Enter Ermintrude followed by Ma Crusoe and the wicked queen disguised as a nice old lady.)

	Ermintrude
	Moo moo moo (excitedly)

	Robinson
	It is.  It is Ermintrude.  I'd recognise that Moo anywhere.

Ermintrude!  (He runs forward and embraces her)

	Ma Crusoe
	(pushing in)  And what about a kiss for your dear old mother?  And her nice new friend.

	Robinson
	Oh Mum, don't be so embarrassing!  (gives her a token hug shakes hands with Ma C

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh isn't he a lovely boy.  He's my eldest you know.

	
	(Mischief creeps up behind her and pinches her hat and runs away with it)

	Mischief
	I've got your hat!  I've got your hat!

	Ma Crusoe
	Come back with my hat. etc.

	Robinson
	Stop it Mischief  (there is a chase and eventually after being passed around several monkeys the hat is restored)

	
	

	
	

	Robinson
	These are the monkeys mum.  They're a bit naughty sometimes but they're really very kind (embarrassedly) .. and yes and this is Snow White.

	
	(While Ma Crusoe makes a big thing of shaking hands with all the monkeys.  The disguised wicked queen comes to the front to talk to the audience)

	Wicked Queen
	That foolish woman has bought me straight to the home of Snow White and the man who will be king.  Meanwhile the Hellawi in their war canoes are coming to conquer Fire Island.

(laughs)  Ha, ha, ha.  Robinson's mother has given me a bag of his favourite apples.
See this red one.  It contains a deadly poison.  Once Snow White Has taken a bite of this she will fall into a sleep and never wake again.
And see this purple one.  It contains a love potion.  When Robinson bites into this he will worship me, become my slave and make me queen of the islands forever.  (Laughs)


	
	(Mischief creeps up behind her and takes her hat but the Wicked Queen is ahead of her and grabs it back)

	Wicked Queen
	You don't catch me like that.  Next time you try I'll turn you into a GIRL!

	Mischief
	Oh no, please, I've tried that, I want to be a monkey!
(Mischief stands behind her and makes silly faces in annoyance)

	Wicked Queen
	I will put the apples here while I go and make Snow White think that I am her friend.   A friend who wants her to sleep forever!!!

	
	(puts the bag of apples conspicuously on the table and goes over to the other group)

Meanwhile Ermintrude and Einstein walk over to where the apples have been placed.

Einstein picks the purple apple out of the bag and starts lecturing Ermintrude about it)

	Einstein
	Now listen, cow.  Do you know what this is?

	Ermintrude
	Moo

	Einstein
	I thought not.  Now I will tell you..  This is a particular form of European vegetable.  It is called, I must get this right, yes, this is called a "raspberry".

	Ermintrude
	(at the word "raspberry" gives a loud farting noise.  This joke is repeated each time he says "raspberry")

	Einstein
	Pooo!!  (waves his hand in front of his face)
Now, if I may continue.  This raspberry (farting noise) grows underground it's strong purple colour etc etc

	Wicked Queen
	(notices when Einstein picks up the apple and comes over and interrupts him while he is lecturing)  Here you stupid little monkey give me back that apple it's got a love potion in it.

	Einstein
	 (Keeping determinedly hold of the apple)

Wrong, on three counts.  One I am not a stupid monkey.  I have an IQ of 150 the highest known score for a simian.  Two this is not an apple it is a raspberry (farting noise again) and three there is no such thing as a love potion.

Allow me to demonstrate. Here I will take a large bite of the raspberry.  Then I give one to this revolting bovine creature.  (Gives bite to cow)  And as you observe absolutely nothing occurs.

(At this point they both go suddenly rigid then sway towards each other and look into each other's eyes.)

	Einstein 
	(Falling onto his knees)  Oh Ermintrude, Ermintrude, you are the most beautiful sight I have ever seen.

	Ermintrude
	Moooooooooo!

	Einstein 
	Ermintrude, say that you will be my wife?!

	Ermintrude
	Moo moo moooooooooo

	
	(Ermintrude and Einstein exit)

	Wicked Queen
	Curses on that stupid monkey.  But at least I still have the poisoned apple.  Now I must get Snow White to taste it.

	
	(Enter Mozart running)

	Mozart
	(shouting)  The war canoes are coming.  The Hellawi tribe are coming to invade Fires Island.

	Snow White
	What should we do Robinson?

	Robinson
	I will take the big monkeys and try to stop them.  You can look after Mum and her friend and the two little ones.

	Mozart
	They bring many men Robinson.  Too many for us to fight them.

	Snow White
	There is a way.  You must challenge the chief in single combat.  Then when you beat him the tribe will hail you as their king.

Be brave Robinson, I know that all will be well.

	
	(Robinson and large monkeys leave.  Snow White, Ma Crusoe the wicked Queen, Cheery and Cheeky are left behind)

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh poor Robinson, do you think he'll be all right?

	Snow White
	He is brave Mrs Crusoe.  I know he will win.  (hugs Cheery and Cheeky)  Yes, Robinson will save us.

	Wicked Queen
	Poor Robinson.  But I am sure he will win..  But it is so hard to wait.  I always say it's best to take a bite to eat.  It makes the time go by a bit quicker.

	Ma Crusoe
	Oh yes dear, that's quite right.  Let's all have a bite.  What have we got?

	Wicked Queen
	Look.  This is the very thing.  Mrs Crusoe brought some of Robinson's favourite apples from the trees in Minstead.

Here's one for Mrs Crusoe, and here's a lovely red one for you my dear.  I specially dipped this one in my good luck sauce.

	Cheery
	Don't eat it Snow White

	Cheeky
	Don't eat it.

	
	(Snow White takes the apple and looks at it)

	Ma Crusoe
	You'll love it dear.  Robinson loved them ever since he was a little toddler.

	Snow White
	(Making to put it down)  Oh I really just don't feel like it at the moment.

	Wicked Queen
	Go on my dear just one tiny bite!

	
	(Cheery and Cheeky are getting very excited, shouting No-no no to Snow White and dancing about - audience are hopefully joining in)

Cheery and Cheeky draw the audience attention to themselves by doing an extra big jump (or something) and whispering together.  Then they swoop.

One takes the last bowl of "coconut bread" and empties it onto the Wicked Queen.  The other snatches the apple from Snow White and throws it on the ground.

Snow White reacts very angrily.

	Snow White 
	Cheeky, Cheery you are very naughty little monkeys!  You did something really horrid to our guest.  You must go outside and sit in the naughty tree at once until you are ready to say sorry.

	
	(They start to slink off in tears whispering "don't eat it Snow White"

	Wicked Queen
	(who has in the meantime rescued the poisoned apple)  They are only little ones my dear.  Don't worry about them.  Just have a bite of the apple.

	Snow White
	Oh you're so kind, of course I will.

	
	(Cheeky and Cheery run back and hug Snow White shouting "No" the audience - or at any rate the band - join in.  But she bites it despite everything.)

	Snow White
	Oh it's delicious. ..... but I feel so strange.

	Wicked Queen
	(throwing off her disguise and revealing herself)  And you will feel stranger yet!  For know that I, the wicked Queen have poisoned you.

Now I am the fairest in the land.  Robinson will marry me and I will rule the islands as queen forever.
(fiendish laughter)

	
	(Snow White collapses elegantly on the table so that the audience can see her)

	Ma Crusoe
	What have you done, you have poisoned her - you wicked, wicked woman.  She won't open her eyes, she's dying.

	
	(During the commotion Einstein and Ermintrude re-enter.  Einstein takes charge)

	Einstein
	Quick, the emergency medical kit.  Give her an adrenalin injection.  Ermintrude and Mrs Crusoe you seize the wicked queen and hold her as prisoner.

	
	Ermintrude and Ma Crusoe goes towards her but she escapes them and runs off laughing.

	Wicked Queen.  
	Now I am the fairest in the land.  I will rule the islands for ever!!!

	
	(Einstein gives the injection as the other two, Cheery and Cheeky hang over Snow White's body)

	Cheeky
	Is she going to be alive Einstein?

	Einstein 
	Well the adrenalin has shocked her into breathing again.  But it seems she is in some kind of unending sleep.

	Cheery
	She won't wake up?

	Einstein
	I don't think she will.

	
	(short silence)

	Cheeky
	Listen, I can still hear the wicked queen laughing in triumph

	Wicked Queen (off)
	  I am the fairest in the land.  I will rule the islands forever.  I am the fairest in the land!!!  HELP, HELP I'M FALLING INTO THE VOLCANO!
(There is a loud volcano noise followed by a gruesome burp!)

	Cheeky
	Hooray she's dead

	Cheery
	She's fallen into the volcano - serve her right.

	
	(They dance around with pleasure for a moment before they remember Snow White.)

	Cheery
	Oh I wish Robinson would come back, he'll know what to do.

	
	(enter Mozart running)

	Mozart
	(thrilled with his news)  Robinson won!  Robinson won!  He knocked the old chief down and now all of the Hellawi tribe are following him and want Snow White to be the queen.

(He stops suddenly as he notices Snow White and looks in horror, before he can speak ...)

	Robinson
	(Enter Robinson)  Snow White, Snow White we have won  (sees her and stops suddenly)
What has happened to her?  Why is she lying there like that.  Snow White, Snow White, are you alive?

	Einstein
	She was poisoned by that woman who came with you mother.  It was the wicked queen in disguise.

	Robinson
	But is she  ... dead?

	Einstein
	She's in some kind of unending sleep.

	Robinson
	Have you given her an adrenalin injection

	Einstein
	Yes, that is what kept her alive.

	Robinson
	Oh Snow white.  Snow White, there is nothing we can do.  Another injection would kill you for certain.



	Cheery
	(jumping around and clinging onto Robinson)  But there is.  There is.  It's in all the stories.  If you truly love her.  There is something.

	Robinson
	What is it Cheery?

	Cheery
	It's in all the stories.

	Mozart
	She's thinking of the old legends.  The princess is revived by a kiss.

	Robinson
	A kiss? - but a kiss will make no difference if an adrenalin injection won’t work.

	Cheeky
	Please try it, Robinson

	
	(Monkeys crowd around to encourage him Everyone, including the band shouts)

	All
	A kiss, a kiss.

	
	(Reluctantly he does so and steps back to watch.
Slowly, slowly Snow White comes back to life.  Monkeys and Robinson watch.  She stands up with Robinson beside her and the monkeys gathered round

	Snow White
	What has happened?  I'm awake.  I'm alive.

Oh, it is wonderful to be alive with people like you

	
	(Tableau of cheering monkeys and Robinson)

Curtain

	(enter Storyteller followed by Dog Friday)

	Storyteller
	Hello Dog Friday, what are you doing here?  (pets her)  Oh, I know, you're a bit jealous of Snow White now aren't you?

	Friday
	Woof

	Storyteller
	Did you say no?  Don't worry Friday, Robinson still loves you.  And Snow White does as well.

It's the end of the story Friday - we just need to thank all those who acted it for us.

So first of all it's Dog Friday

	
	(Dog takes bow and woofs)

	Storyteller
	(All groups or people enter and take bow then find their position on the stage as they are called)

Our fabulous pop group the Minstead Mads

	Chief
	Hello, we're the Hellawi

	Storyteller
	You're in Minstead.  Don't let us have that joke again.
(reading of names and their entry follows again)
The good King and the Good Queen

Tangaroa - the sea god monster

The spirit of the magic pool

The fisherman

Snow White as a baby

The Monkeys

Moody, Mozart, Mischief, Dancy, Jump, Cheery and Cheeky

The birds of paradise

Our heroic Dame, Ma Crusoe

	Oh it's lovely to be back in Minstead again.  I must show you my photographs.  I have 4,396.  And three of them are in focus,

	Storyteller
	The Wicked Queen

	Wicked Queen
